Are you passionate about local control? Do you have a keen understanding of the complex
issues facing California's cities and how they are responding? Consider serving on the 2024-25
League of California Cities Board of Directors. Board members play a key role in shaping both
state policy and the actions of Cal Cities.

Cal Cities is accepting applications from city officials for one of six at-large board positions or
second vice president. Applications are due by 11:59 p.m. on Wednesday, April 24.

Below are answers to common guestions about board member duties and the application
process. For questions or assistance, please contact Zach Seals at zseals@calcities.org or
(916) 658-8204.

What are the positions on the Cal Cities Board of Directors?

The Board of Directors includes officers (president, first vice president, second vice president,
and immediate past president); 12 directors-at-large; one director elected by each of the 16
divisions; one director elected by each of the 10 departments; one director elected from each of
the five caucuses; and one director designated by each of the 10 largest cities in California.

Cal Cities is currently seeking candidates for six at-large positions and second vice

president. Applications for second vice president from southern California are encouraged.

Who is eligible to serve on the Cal Cities Board?
To serve on the Cal Cities Board, you must be officially in city service in a member city. Second
vice president candidates must have served previously on the Board of Directors.

How long are the terms of office?

At-large board members serve a two-year term and may run for reelection. The two-year term
for all newly elected 2024-25 board members begins immediately upon the adjournment of the
Annual Conference and Expo in October 2024.

Cal Cities officers serve a term of one year, which begins immediately on the adjournment of the
annual conference. Officers customarily rotate through each of the officer positions, which
requires a four-year commitment.

When are board meetings?
The Board of Directors typically meets every quarter at locations throughout the state. Officers
and directors are expected to attend all meetings. A preliminary list of meeting dates is below.
e December 2024: This meeting is generally held in conjunction with League Leaders.
During the event, leadership from departments, policy committees, divisions, caucuses,
and the Board meet to discuss Cal Cities’ advocacy priorities for the coming year.

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e February 2025: This meeting is generally held during February at a location selected by
the Cal Cities president.

e April 2025: This meeting is held in conjunction with the City Leaders Summit. This will be a
special opportunity for local officials to promote the importance of local issues to the
Legislature and the Administration.

e June/July 2025: This meeting is generally held in late June or July.

e October 2025: This meeting is held in conjunction with the Annual Conference and Expo.

Cal Cities will communicate the meeting dates, times, and locations when finalized.

How are travel expenses handled?

In general, Cal Cities pays actual and necessary travel expenses incurred by directors attending
the regular two-day board meetings. Cal Cities does not pay the expenses or the registration for
Cal Cities’ conferences or institutes — including the Annual Conference and Expo — on the
theory that as a city official, each director is already attending the event at the expense of the
director’s city.

Expenses incurred by Cal Cities on behalf of the director, along with direct reimbursements, are
reportable to the Fair Political Practices Commission (FPPC) on the director’s Statement of
Economic Interest (Form 700). Cal Cities will supply directors with the information necessary to
submit the required information to the FPPC.

If | apply, how are the at-large board members and the second vice president selected?
After the application period closes on April 24, the Cal Cities’ nominating committee will review
all applications and select up to 12 finalists to interview for the six open at-large positions.* The
committee will interview all candidates for the second vice president position.

The nominating committee will invite at-large finalists, as well as candidates for second vice
president, for an interview before the Cal Cities summer board meeting). At-large finalists and
second vice president applicants will be contacted by email with their interview time and
interview location. Those not selected as finalists will be contacted by email.

At the Board meeting directly after the nominating committee meeting, the Board will vote to
accept the recommendations of the nominating committee — in full or part — or reject the
recommendations. If the recommendations are accepted, the Board shall consider final action
(approval) on the recommended candidates at the Annual Conference and Expo (Oct. 16-18, in
Long Beach).

If the Board accepts in part or rejects the recommendations, the nominating committee shall
make additional recommendations. The Board can consider these recommendations at the
same meeting or in a subsequent special meeting called by the president, no less than 30 days
before the annual conference. The final recommendations of the nominating committee will be
announced at the opening general session of the annual conference (Oct. 16).

What are the roles and responsibilities of the Cal Cities Board of Directors?
In accordance with the bylaws of the League of California Cities and the policies of the Board,
directors have the following collective and individual responsibilities:
General governance responsibilities
o Determine and support the organization’s vision, mission, and core beliefs.
e Select and support the chief executive.
e Ensure adequate revenues and approve a budget for effective management of the
revenues.
e Assist the Board in carrying out its fiduciary responsibilities, such as reviewing the annual
financial statements and the budget.
o Participate in grassroots activities in support of Cal Cities’ strategic priorities.

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Support Cal Cities ballot measure fundraising activities for CITIPAC.

Determine, monitor, and strengthen the organization’s programs and services.

Review agenda and supporting materials prior to board meetings.

Attend all Board and general membership meetings, including periodic meetings by
conference call, and notify the executive director of any planned or emergency absence
and the reason for it. (Board members are only allowed three consecutive absences.)
Serve on the nominating or other committees and offer to take on special assignments.

Ethical responsibilities

Ensure legal and ethical integrity and maintain accountability.

Use your Cal Cities position responsibly.

Perform Board duties in good faith and with such care as necessary to promote the best
interests of Cal Cities.

Become familiar with and follow conflict of interest legal requirements and policies to
promote confidence in the Cal Cities’ decision-making.

Disclose potential conflicts of interest prior to voting on any matter before the Board.

Communication responsibilities

Facilitate two-way communication between Cal Cities and city officials within your sphere
of influence (your city, neighboring cities, division, department, caucus, policy committee,
etc.).

Assume responsibility for interpreting Board policy to the membership. Ensure Cal Cities
speaks with “one voice” once the Board has made a decision. Division and department
representatives should report back regularly and directly to their members.

Ensure that board members are aware of the views of city officials throughout the state.
Attend all appropriate division, department, or general membership meetings.

Seek out city officials who have the potential to strengthen Cal Cities and encourage their
participation in their division, on the Cal Cities Board, etc.

Roles and responsibilities of Cal Cities second vice president

Carries out the duties of the president and first vice president when they are unavailable.
Serves as a member of the Cal Cities Executive Committee.

Participates in weekly Executive Committee calls.

Helps to achieve the organization’s annual strategic priorities.

Represents the Cal Cities leadership team at various events.

Participates in Cal Cities meetings and conferences in Sacramento, and around the state.
As a member of the Cal Cities Executive Committee, attend and represent Cal Cities at the
National League of Cities’ (NLC) national conferences:

e The City Summit is NLC’s annual conference and is at a different city and state each
year. The 2024 City Summit conference will be in Tampa, Florida from Nov. 13-16.

o The Congressional City Conference is NLC’s legislative conference held in March
each year in Washington, D.C. It is an opportunity for city officials to promote the
importance of local priority issues to Congress and the Administration. The 2025
Congressional City Conference will be held March 10-12.

Presides over the Resolutions Committee at the Annual Conference and Expo and
presents the report of the Resolutions Committee to the General Assembly at the annual
conference.
Serves as Chair for the Cal Cities Audit Committee and as a member of the Board Finance
Committee:
e The Cal Cities Audit Committee is charged with the responsibility to:

o Select Cal Cities’ independent auditor.

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Comment period for draft single-use
plastics rule now open

CalRecycle last Friday formally opened the 45-day public comment period on a

draft single-use packaging and plastic food ware regulation. The comment period will
close with a hybrid public hearing on April 23. City officials are encouraged to provide
comments so that cities receive the funding that was promised to them under the law.
The draft rule is a result of SB 54 (Allen, 2022). The landmark law requires producers to
manage single-use plastic waste and develop a sustainable financing mechanism
through a producer responsibility organization (PRO). Unlike citizens or agencies,
producers can design and market products to be more easily reused or recycled, as well
as minimize negative impacts on public health and the environment at every stage of its
lifecycle.

In addition to providing formal feedback, cities should also engage in discussions with
the PRO. The PRO will develop a plan and budget over the next several years for how
to reimburse cities for the cost of implementing SB 54. What that plan looks like is
critical to the success of the law and the fiscal health of cities. Cal Cities members who
work on, or have an interest in, plastic recycling can sign up to join these discussions,
which Cal Cities will help coordinate.

Known as the Plastic Pollution Prevention and Packaging Producer Responsibility Act,
SB 54 is part of a multiyear effort to shift the design and recyclability of plastic and
packaging materials. The law requires plastic producers to ensure single-use packaging
and plastic food ware sold in California is 100% recyclable or compostable by 2032.

Sacramento — The League of California Cities (Cal Cities), County Engineers
Association of California (CEAC), and California State Association of Counties® (CSAC)
proudly announce the winners of the 2024 Outstanding Local Streets and Roads Project
Awards. These awards celebrate innovative and cost-efficient programs across
California that preserve and protect investments in local streets, roads, and bridges.

Project Awards will be presented to seven groundbreaking programs during the Cal
Cities Public Works Officers Institute on March 13 in Monterey County.

“The award-winning projects underscore the vital role of transportation funding in
maintaining California's local streets and roads system and ensuring the safety of its
residents," said Panos Kokkas, President of the County Engineers Association of
California and Director of Transportation for Trinity County. "These initiatives go beyond
mere infrastructure enhancements — cities and counties are strategically investing in
endeavors that foster economic growth and safeguard the environment."

This year’s overall winner, the town of Windsor, is recognized for an innovative
intersection improvement and multi-use pathway connector project that created a safer
active transportation infrastructure for vehicles and pedestrians alike.

“Californians depend on the safety and reliability of their local streets and roads, and
cities and counties are delivering on important transportation projects in their
communities,” said Julie Lucido, Cal Cities Department of Public Works President and
Director of Public Works for the City of Napa. “These award-winning projects highlight
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the innovation and excellence happening at the local level and the critical role local
governments play in meeting the state’s climate goals.”

Brief descriptions of the winning projects are included below. Full descriptions of
winners and finalists are available on the Save California Streets website.

Overall Winner

The Windsor River Road and Windsor Road Intersection Improvement and Multi-Use
Pathway Connector Project

The Windsor River Road and Windsor Road Intersection Improvement and Multi-Use
Pathway Connector Project enhanced the safety of the connection gateway into the
downtown Town Green area. The project included new sidewalks, realigned crosswalks,
ADA curb ramps, and refuge medians, along with a 760-foot connector segment to a
regional multi-use pathway. The roundabout has high pedestrian use due to the nearby
High Schools and is one of only 7 roundabouts with a railroad track running through it.
The project prioritized multimodal transportation and sustainability. It showcases the
successful integration of efficient planning, modern roundabout design, and
environmental consciousness in infrastructure development.

Roads: Efficient and Sustainable Road Maintenance, Construction, and
Reconstruction Projects

Citywide Pavement Rehabilitation Program - Phases 1 and 2, City of Moreno Valley
The Citywide Pavement Rehabilitation Program exceeded expectations when it
completed 460 lane miles and 1,006 street segments in just 18 months by utilizing
federal recovery act plans and state gas tax funds. The project showcased innovative
rehabilitation strategies, advanced technology, safety measures, and environmental
sustainability. It resulted in improved road quality, refreshed striping, and enhanced
accessibility, raising the citywide Pavement Condition Index from 72 to 76.

Bridge: Efficient and Sustainable Bridge Maintenance, Construction and
Reconstruction Projects

Green Tree Boulevard Extension, City of Victorville

The Green Tree Boulevard Extension Project established a vital alternate thoroughfare
across the Burlington Northern Santa Fe Railroad and Mojave River, connecting
multiple regions. The project prioritized environmental considerations, implemented
mitigation measures, and addressed funding constraints through strategic planning. The
completed initiative significantly benefits the tri-community area through reduced travel
times, improved access, congestion relief, and environmental sustainability.

Safety or Intelligent Transportation System Projects — TIE

Ord Terrace Elementary School Crossing Improvements Project, City of Seaside
The Ord Terrace Elementary School Crossing Improvement Project enhanced Safe
Routes to School for over 400 students. Funded through Measure X, SB 1 funds, and
the City's General Fund, the project prioritized safety and incorporated sustainable
features like solar-paneled lighted crosswalks.

American Avenue and Golden State Boulevard Intersection Realignment, County of
Fresn

The American Avenue and Golden State Boulevard Intersection Realignment Project
addressed significant design challenges while enhancing safety and traffic flow at the
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busy intersection. The comprehensive improvements aimed at eliminating hazards and
enhancing traffic flow have made the intersection safer for motorists and pedestrians
alike.

Complete Streets Projects — TIE

Upper Market Corridor Safety Improvements Project, City and County of San Francisco
The Upper Market Corridor project in San Francisco achieved notable successes by
improving safety, beautifying the area, and accommodating diverse modes of
transportation. The project's completion not only enhanced safety but also activated the
space for the community by promoting the utilization of the corridor and setting the
stage for future innovative and beautification efforts in San Francisco.

Safe Streets for 17th Street and Michigan Avenue, City of Santa Monica

The Safe Streets for 17th Street and Michigan Avenue Project was designed to improve
bike and pedestrian safety and combat climate change. The 1.5-mile project features
curb-protected bike lanes, Dutch-style intersections, mini traffic circles, leading
pedestrian intervals, curb extensions, pedestrian scale lighting, a red-painted bus zone,
and a newly resurfaced roadway. The project marks a crucial step towards advancing
the city’s key strategic priority of fostering a sustainable and connected community.

Sacramento, CA — Counties, cities, special districts, labor groups and community
organizations representing millions of Californians across the state are calling out the
California Business Roundtable’s deceptively titled “Taxpayer Protection and
Government Accountability Act,” slated for the November 2024 ballot.

Under the guise of reform, the measure — more accurately described as the Taxpayer
Deception Act — limits the ability for voters and state and local governments to fund
services by making it harder to raise revenue and pass future ballot measures.

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Long Beach has invested heavily in reducing
homelessness and increasing housing
affordability. Is it enough?

If you designed the ideal, city-level response
to California's homelessness and housing affordability crisis, it might look a lot like Long
Beach’s. Like many cities, Long Beach is trying to roll back ineffective land use policies,
mitigate macroeconomic tailwinds, and increase supportive services for people already
experiencing homelessness.

It's a stark difference from previous years. Between 1991 and 2016, Long Beach
permitted fewer than 1,000 new homes a year. But recently, the city has permitted so
many new homes that the supply boost contributed to a drop in average rent in the city
by 5%, according to the Long Beach Business Journal.
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Despite this progress, city officials are worried. And the average price of a studio
apartment is double what it was ten years ago. “Inflation far exceeds cost adjustments
that people receive,” said Paul Duncan, the city’s homeless services bureau manager.
“[It is] unlikely in that period of time that most of the people that need affordable housing
saw their income double ... more and more people are getting closer to that edge.”

A holistic response to housing and homelessness

Long Beach needs to incentivize the construction of a lot of housing — 26,500 units
over eight years according to the state — to make lasting progress. To do this, the city
has streamlined permitting, rezoned areas for mixed-use and greater density, simplified
rules for accessory dwelling unit construction, and reduced certain fees. The city also
sets aside 11% of housing units for lower-income households in some areas.

But that’s not all. The city offers low-cost loans for new affordable rental housing,
maintains a housing trust fund, and helps subsidize rental housing for low-income
families. For its efforts, Long Beach received the state’s prohousing designation in
2023.

“They’ve provided critical funding and streamlined processes that help remove barriers
to getting housing built,” said Suny Lay Chang, president and COO of Linc Housing.
“Our partnership with Long Beach is a key reason we’ve been able to build three
affordable and supportive apartment communities in the city, with four more in our
pipeline.”

Long Beach is equally proactive when it comes to providing services for people already
experiencing homelessness. The city council proclaimed a state of emergency on
homelessness last year, which allowed it to ramp up staffing, resources, and programs
for its Homeless Services Bureau.

The city has invested or secured millions of dollars for outreach, encampment
resolutions, and a range of rapid and permanent housing options. The city purchased a
new interim shelter and is working with developers on transitional tiny homes and a
motel conversion project that will provide supportive housing.
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Long Beach also diverts nonviolent calls for services to a team of clinicians and social
workers and maintains a mobile access center program that provides case
management and supportive services.

One of its more successful, long-term partnerships is with Century Housing, which led
to Villages at Cabrillo. The 27-acre community provides permanent supportive housing
for close to 1,800 people. Nearly all village residents have retained permanent housing
after one year.

“For decades, we have worked closely together to provide permanent supportive
housing for our neighbors in need — dignified, stable homes and coordinated, onsite
services for our residents, many of whom are transitioning out of homelessness,” said
Oscar Alvarado, vice president of housing at Century Housing. “The city has been with
us every step of the way to ensure the success of our residents through our shared
holistic approach.”

City officials are now looking at ways to prevent homelessness altogether. The city is
building its first Youth Navigation Center, leveraging regional partnerships, and
developing a pilot program to finance accessory dwelling units for homeowners who
rent the new units to low-income families.

Despite these efforts, homelessness still increased in 2022. According to the city’s own
data, the number of unhoused residents grew by 4.6% — the lowest increase in five
years. It's a grim reminder of both the scale of the crises and the resources needed to
end them.

“We are proud of the work Long Beach has done to advance housing production, and
we are actively engaged in homeless prevention efforts and policies to help people
remain in their homes, including tenant protections, rental assistance, and right to
counsel programs,” said Mayor Rex Richardson. “But Long Beach cannot address this
crisis on our own; no city can. Cities need ongoing, direct funding to provide much-
needed homeless services and to expand behavioral health resources for people
experiencing homelessness.”

Short-term funding can’t fix long-term problems

Even for a city as large as Long Beach, grant funding is still both limited and highly
competitive. There’s not enough funding to go around for affordable housing and
crucially, supportive services. The pandemic and high inflation only made things
worse.
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“Long Beach was able to house more people in interim housing than ever before,
opening nearly 500 new emergency and interim housing units; however, these locations
are consistently near capacity,” said Deputy City Manager Teresa Chandler.

The solutions to California’s housing affordability and homelessness crisis are
deceptively simple: Build more housing. After all, homelessness programs are only
successful if there is a house for people to transition into. And the best way to spur
more housing is for all levels of government to share resources — financial or otherwise
— and partner with other stakeholders.

But this is not just a city issue. As local leaders remove barriers to housing production, it
is critical that the state also provides a sustainable source of funding that developers
and cities can leverage. Stop-gap funding only creates short-term solutions.

“While we build new housing opportunities and keep people housed, we need direct
funding support for interim housing, recuperative care beds, and step-down beds,”
Richardson said. “We have to build more housing and serve our unhoused residents
simultaneously.”
