Southern California Edison Company (SCE) hereby submits this Tier 1 Advice Letter to
the California Public Utilities Commission (Commission or CPUC) that provides the
requested information in Ordering Paragraph 1 of Decision (D.) 21-10-020.

PURPOSE

This Advice Letter provides information required by Ordering Paragraph (OP) 1 of
D. 21-10-020 regarding SCE's restoration, rebuidliing, and reconstruction activities
related to the Severe Winter Storms. The disaster declarations were not published on
the State's official website until on or about January 17, 2023.

BACKGROUND

Ordering Paragraph 1 of D. 21-10-020 requires an electric Investor Owned Utility (IOU)
to file a Tier 1 Advice Letter if (1) the Governor of California or the President of the
United States issues a disaster declaration,1- and (2) there is damage to lOU's facility or
a service outage. Ordering Paragraph 1 states:

"In the event of a disaster, declared either by the Governor of California
or the President of the United States, that also damages their facilities or
leads to a service outage, Investor-Owned Utilities (IQUs) shall file a Tier
1 Advice Letter within 15 business days from when they are allowed into

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a disaster area to assess the damage to their facilities.2 lOUs shall file
this Advice Letter with the Commission's Energy Division, with a copy
sent to the Communications Division at TDPAL(a)cpuc.ca,c}gy. The
Advice Letter also must be provided to the appropriate local government
contained within the disaster area, including the chief executive or leader
of the city, township or Tribal government. In the case of an
unincorporated area, the communication must be established with the
appropriate County. In the case of Tribal governments, the Advice Letter
must be provided to any Tribe(s) that have Tribal lands or ancestral
territory overlapping with any portion of the disaster area.

The Advice Letter shall include the following details:

a. a report of what facilities or equipment was damaged;

b. restoration and/or rebuild plans, including a description of what is being
repaired, replaced or added, and maps of where the restoration will occur;

c. the date the investor-owned utility received access to the damaged area;

d. the timeline to make repairs;

e. any changes to any energy/communication infrastructure required; and

f. the contact information of the individual responsible for community
engagement in these instances."

Below, SCE provides the requested information for the three disaster declarations
covered in this advice letter.

Severe Winter Storms

Severe Winter Storms occurred throughout SCE service territory commencing on or
about December 27, 2022 and continuing through January 14, 2023. On or about
January 17, 2023 Governor Newsom issued a disaster declaration for Los Angeles
County, which is located in SCE territory. SCE began restoration activities in a number
of counties in SCE territory on or about January 1 7, 2023.3 As of the date of this Advice

Letter, restoration activities are ongoing.

SCE is in substantial compliance with the 15-business day deadline in Ordering Paragraph
1. In this situation, the Severe Winter Storms occurred on or about December 27, 2022.
However, the disaster declarations were not published on the State's official website until
on or about January 17, 2023, after which SCE was able to determine that the
Commission's prerequisite for submitting an advice letter was met and that an advice letter
would be needed.
Counties include San Bernardino, Los Angeles, Inyo, Tulare, Santa Barbara, Fresno,
Ventura, and Inyo.

B. Restoration or rebuild plans
SCE began the service restoration as soon as it was safe to conduct the work and
before the Governor's January 17, 2023 declaration. Service restoration was
accomplished by replacing equipment on a like-for-like basis. Most restoration
activities were completed by January 17, 2023 with some restoration activities still

on-going as of February 10, 2023.

C. Date received access to damaged areas
For most areas, SCE was not under any restricted access at the request of any
government agency. However, access to some affected areas were limited by the
rugged terrain and inclement weather. Some areas were susceptible to additional
flooding and mudslides and therefore were not accessabile. There is a temporary
restricted access declaration for Los Padres National Forest for non-emergent work

but all emergency repairs were able to be made.

D. Timeline to make repairs
SCE completed service restoration to approximately 107,733 customers from
December 27, 2022 to January 17, 2023. Some restoration activities are still ongoing
for non-critical customers as of February 10, 2023.

E. Changes to infrastructure
Service restoration was accomplished by replacing equipment on a like-for-like basis
with the exception for new pole installations being upgraded to meet new pole

loading standards.

F. Contact information or community engagement
This was a service restoration activitiy accomplished by replacement of equipment
on a like-for-like basis, not a rebuild effort. Because this was a service restoration
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effort requiring immediate action, SCE did not engage with community statekholders
prior to the restoration work as contemplated by OP 2 of D. 21-10-020 prior to
commencing the work. Accordingly, SCE will not be submitting a second Advice
Letter as contemplated in OP 3.

TIER DESIGNATION

Pursuant to OP 1 of D. 21-10-020, this Advice Letter is submitted with a Tier 1

designation.

EFFECTIVE DATE

Pursuant to General Order (GP) 96-B, Rule 5.1, SCE requests that this Tier 1 Advice
Letter become effective on March 9, 2023, the same date as submitted.

Below, SCE provides the requested information for the Route Fire.

ROUTE FIRE

The Route Fire occurred in Los Angeles County commencing on or about August 31,
2022. On or about December 19, 2022, the State listed on its website that the Route

Fire was a disaster declared by Governor Newsom for Los Angeles County, which is
located in SCE territory. SCE began restoration activities in Los Angeles County on or
about September 1, 2022. As of the date of this advice letter, restoration activities are

ongoing.

SCE is in substantial compliance with the 15-business day deadline in Ordering Paragraph
1. In this situation, the Route Fire occurred on or about August 31,2022. However, the
disaster declaration was not published on the State's official website until on or about
December 19, 2022, after which SCE was able to determine that the Commission's
prerequisite for submitting an advice letter was met and that an advice letter would be
needed.

B. Restoration or rebuild plans
SCE began the service restoration as soon as it was safe to conduct the work and
before the Governor's December 19, 2022 declaration. Service restoration was
accomplished by replacing equipment on a like-for-like basis. Some restoration
activities are still on-going as of January 9, 2023.

C. Date received access to damaged areas

SCE was not under any restricted access at the request of any government
agency. However, access to the affected areas were limited by the rugged terrain
and inclement weather.

D. Timeline to make repairs
SCE completed service restoration to approximately eight customers from Septemer
1, 2022 to September 19, 2022. There is currently one customer using a generator
and SCE will soon make repairs. SCE received the enviromental clearance to cut in
a road and install a new interset pole. SCE is currently coordinating the civil work to
finish the repair.

E. Changes to infrastructure
Service restoration was accomplished by replacing equipment on a like-for-like basis
with one exception. Due to the climbing and loading restriction of the Wind Engine
style towers, the district will need to install a pole mid-span, then buck off to serve
the one customer currently on a generator.

F. Contact information or community engagement
This was a service restoration activitiy accomplished by replacement of equipment
on a like-for-like basis, not a rebuild effort. Because this was a service restoration
effort requiring immediate action, SCE did not engage with community statekholders
prior to the restoration work as contemplated by OP 2 of Decision No. 21-10-020
prior to commencing the work. Accordingly, SCE will not be submitting a second
Advice Letter as contemplated in OP 3.

This submittal does not increase any current rate or charge, cause the withdrawal of
service, or conflict with any rate schedule or rule.

Cal Cities Board adopts positions on housing 
and homelessness bills; takes a deep dive into 
the state’s fentanyl crisis 
Apr 18, 2023 

Illegal fentanyl, affordable housing, homelessness, and changes to the General Assembly 
process dominated the League of California Cities Board of Directors meeting last week in 
Sacramento. 

The meeting started with an update on the state’s three-pronged response to the fentanyl crisis 
— law enforcement, accountability for manufacturers and sellers, and harm reduction — from 
Michael W. Redding, special assistant attorney general for the California attorney general. In 
turn, Board members shared the experiences of their communities struggling with this spiraling 
crisis. 

Although Redding was unable to comment on legislative attempts to reduce fentanyl poisonings, 
he reaffirmed his department’s commitment to working with cities to reduce overdose deaths. 
“[We are] absolutely interested in partnering at the local level,” Redding said. 
Nearly 6,000 Californians died from a fentanyl overdose in 2021. Even small doses of fentanyl 
can be deadly according to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention. 

New housing, homelessness, environmental, and public safety bill positions  
After an update on Cal Cities’ advocacy efforts — including new survey data on cities’ response 
to the homelessness crisis — the Board took support if amended positions on four 
measures: SB 4 (Wiener), AB 1567 (Garcia), SB 867 (Allen), and SB 638 (Eggman). 
SB 4 would allow schools and churches to build certain housing projects on their properties by 
right. Cal Cities is seeking amendments that allow cities to maintain their height and parking 
standards. 

The remaining three measures collectively propose $20 billion in bonds for safe drinking water, 
wildfire prevention, drought preparation, flood protection, and extreme heat mitigation. Cal Cities 
is seeking changes that increase the available investments for local governments. 

The Board adopted support positions for SB 963 (Schiavo), AB 1321 (Bonta), and AB 15 
(Dixon). SB 963 would help prevent foster youth from becoming homeless. AB 1321 would 
provide academic, occupational, and other "cradle-to-career" services in certain communities, 
such as Promise Neighborhoods. AB 15 would make state records about an inmate’s release 
date and what the inmate did to earn any release credits a matter of public record.

The Board directed Cal Cities to not take a position on SB 769 (Gonzalez), which would require 
some members of all local legislative bodies to receive at least two hours of fiscal training every 
two years. 

Cal Cities’ housing agenda 

The Board also directed Cal Cities to move ahead with a campaign that showcases the work 
cities are doing on housing and proactively drive a housing advocacy agenda that responds to 
the statewide crisis and respects local decision-making. Going forward, Cal Cities is also 
planning a series of stakeholder meetings — both regionally and at the state level — on broad 
solutions that protect local control and boost affordable housing. 

Changes to the 2023 General Assembly 

Based on member feedback received following the 2022 General Assembly, the Governance 
Committee made a series of recommendations to the Board of Directors to improve the member 
experience during future General Assemblies.  

The Board unanimously adopted these changes, which include increasing process 
transparency, improving voting efficiency through an electronic voting tool, moving the General 
Assembly to Friday morning to allow for more time for discussion, and encouraging full and free 
debate through updated General Assembly voting and discussion procedures. 

Members will receive information that will fully explain all the changes in advance of the next 
General Assembly in September. 

Member engagement remains strong 

Interest in Cal Cities’ educational events is exceptionally high, with members relishing the ability 
to meet and learn in person. All but one of Cal Cities 2022-23 statewide conferences has sold 
out. Cal Cities also received nearly 200 session proposals for the approximately 35 available 
session slots at the 2023 Annual Conference and Expo, the second highest amount since 2008. 
The next Board meeting is July 13-14 in Newport Beach.

Cities, counties come together to 
underscore the urgent need to find shared 
solutions to homelessness 
Apr 19, 2023 

Local governments took center stage last week in Sacramento. The League of California 
Cities' budget ask press conference and special joint convening with the California State 
Association of Counties drew the attention of Capitol insiders at Politico, CalMatters, Los 
Angeles Times, and The Sacramento Bee, as well as multiple regional outlets.   
Both events took place last week at the City Leaders Summit, which drew over 350 city officials 
from throughout the state. During the Summit, city officials met with over 50 legislators to 
discuss homelessness, affordable housing, unfunded mandates, and other city priorities. 
On April 12, over 100 city officials gathered outside the Capitol to urge the state to invest $3 
billion in ongoing funding to prevent and reduce homelessness and increase affordable housing. 

 

The press conference coincided with the release of a survey on cities’ response to 
homelessness. The survey found that 84% of cities have implemented programs to prevent and 
reduce homelessness. Of the cities surveyed, nearly 90% have concerns about their ability to 
provide those programs long-term.

“We need help,” San Luis Obispo Mayor Erica Stewart said. “We believe every single person 
deserves housing. ... Look at everyone here. We are your partners, and we want to do this.” 

Later that day, local government officials, state lawmakers, and federal officials gathered to 
discuss collective solutions for preventing and reducing homelessness. 

“It is a new day in Sacramento, and it needs to be a new day in the state of California,” 
Sacramento Mayor Darrell Steinberg said in his opening remarks. 

Steinberg was joined by Sacramento County Supervisor Rich Desmond. The duo highlighted a 
new encampment engagement partnership between the city and the county. “We cannot do it 
alone and neither can the county,” Steinberg said. “It is only together that we can deliver what 
the people expect.” 

Other counties and cities echoed the need for more funding and partnerships. “In most small 
rural cities, we don’t get funding, so our resources are stretched,” Grass Valley Mayor Jan 
Arbuckle said. “Small cities really need partnership.” 

“There is no one government agency that can solve homelessness on its own,” San Diego 
County Supervisor Nora Vargas said.  

One-time funding gets one-time results  
State and federal officials also shared their perspectives on the ongoing homelessness 
crisis. Helene Schneider, a senior regional advisor for the U.S. Interagency Council on 
Homelessness, spoke about the need to make systemic-level reform and invest in innovative 
partnerships. “It is time we stop blaming people and start blaming bad policy,” Schneider said. 
Lourdes Castro Ramírez, who co-chairs the California Interagency Council on Homelessness, 
expressed optimism about the progress made thus far. “The results we are seeing on the 
ground are promising,” she said. “It’s important to take stock, so we build forward on what 
everyone is doing.”

For their part, state lawmakers acknowledged the need for some sort of ongoing funding to help 
local governments better address homelessness.  

“With one-time funding we are only getting short-term results,” Asm. Luz Rivas said. “If 
homelessness is a top priority in California, then our budget needs to reflect that.” 

“It shouldn’t take a disaster to get funding to build more affordable housing,” Asm. James 
Gallagher said, after advocating for streamlined funding. The sentiment was shared by Senate 
Minority Leader Brian Jones, who noted one of the best things the state can do is give cities 
money. 

Speakers offered possible solutions, with many emphasizing the need to double down on 
partnerships of all sizes and existing social programs — even in the face of growing budget 
deficits. Los Angeles County Supervisor Holly Mitchell, a former state senator, noted that social 
programs are often the first on the chopping block when a budget shortfall arrives.  

“None of us can afford to take our foot off the accelerator,” she said.  

Speakers were also frank about the systemic challenges facing the state, counties, and cities. A 
lack of collaboration, accountability, and funding, combined with an excess of finger-pointing 
and in some cases, intentional systemic hurdles, means this crisis will not be resolved 
overnight.  

 

 



 

 

State Bills in Brief: April 19-27 
Apr 19, 2023 

If you saw an indistinguishable blur during last week’s City Leaders Summit, it was probably one 
of Cal Cities’ seven lobbyists. Lawmakers in each house have until April 28 to get their bills 
through their respective fiscal committees. Legislators introduced well over 2,600 bills this 
session, so expect this report to grow even longer next week.   
It is a busy month for all involved, to say the least. Speaking of which: The Cal Cities Board of 
Directors last week adopted positions for seven bills. Of particular note is SB 4 (Wiener), which 
would allow schools and churches to build certain housing projects on their properties by right. 
Cal Cities will issue a support if amended position and is seeking changes that allow cities to 
maintain their height and parking standards. 
The Board directed Cal Cities to not take a position on SB 769 (Gonzalez), but you should keep 
your eyes on the measure. The bill would create a new fiscal training requirement for some 
members of all local legislative bodies. SB 769 will be amended to apply only to cities that are 
deemed ‘high risk’ by the state auditor or cities that knowingly submitted a false annual 
transaction report or did not submit the report in a timely fashion. 
Cal Cities also scored a significant legislative win this week. With Cal Cities co-leading the 
opposition with the California School Board Association, SB 251 (Newman) failed to pass out of 
the Senate Elections and Constitutional Amendments Committee. The bill was overly broad and 
a solution in search of a problem. It received just two votes. 
SB 251 would have prohibited most future elected officers from being employed by any other 
elected officer with the same constituency. While SB 251 was intended to address conflict of 
interest and ethical issues, there is no evidence of this arrangement resulting in unethical 
behavior. Moreover, existing law already governs these types of issues.

Bills to act on 

Sample letters are available for two measures in this section, SB 423 (Wiener) and AB 972 
(Maienschein). 
Lawmakers mull more changes to the behavioral health care system 
 What are the changes? SB 43 and SB 363 — both by Sen. Eggman — would make it 

easier to provide behavioral health care. SB 43 would update the definition of “gravely 
disabled” and SB 363 would create a real-time dashboard of available beds in psychiatric 
and substance abuse facilities respectively. Cal Cities supports both measures.

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 Why it matters. For unsheltered individuals with severe behavioral health needs, access 
to care can be essential to addressing their homelessness. 

 When are the hearings? SB 43 will be heard in the Senate Judiciary Committee on April 
25. The Senate Appropriations Committee will hear SB 363 on April 24. 

SB 423 continues the trend of the state overriding its own mandated housing plans 
 What now? SB 423 (Wiener) would expand SB 35 (Wiener, 2017) to nearly all cities, allow 

the state to approve housing developments on its own property, and eliminate SB 35’s 
sunset date. Cal Cities opposes SB 423.  

 SB 35 sounds familiar. The 2017 legislation is one of the highest-profile housing laws in 
recent memory. SB 35 forces cities to approve certain multifamily housing sites. The 
law’s many requirements and exemptions are detailed on page six of a 2018 Cal Cities 
publication. 

 When is the advocacy opportunity? Lawmakers will discuss the bill on April 26 in the 
Senate Governance and Finance Committee. A sample letter is available in the Action 
Center. 

Sample letter now available for streamlined local assistance bill 
 What would this bill do? AB 972 (Maienschein) would create a statewide, cross-agency 

workgroup to coordinate, align, and streamline local government assistance resources. Cal 
Cities supports the measure. 

 Why this matters. Nearly all state grant programs have unique and widely varied 
procedures for their grant programs. Cities often lack the resources, staff capacity, or 
expertise needed to apply for competitive funding, especially for the programs this measure 
would impact. 

 When is the next advocacy opportunity? The Assembly Local Government Committee 
will hear AB 972 on April 26. A sample letter of support is available. 

Other bills with major impacts 

Four key waste measures are scheduled for hearings between now and April 25, along with 
three water bond bills. 

Cal Cities to adopt support if amended positions for water bond bills 
 What are the bills? SB 867 (Allen), SB 638 (Eggman), and AB 1567 (E. 

Garcia) collectively propose $20 billion in bonds for safe drinking water, wildfire prevention, 
drought preparation, flood protection, and extreme heat mitigation. 

 What changes is Cal Cities seeking? Cal Cities is seeking amendments that increase the 
available investments for local governments. 

 When are the hearings? The Senate Governance and Finance Committee will hear SB 
638 on April 19 and SB 867 on April 26. The remaining measure, AB 1567, was last heard 
in the Assembly Water, Parks, and Wildlife Committee on April 18. 

Another potential manufacturer-funded waste overhaul 
 What changes are being proposed? SB 615 (Allen), among other things, would require 

all electric vehicle traction batteries to be recovered and reused, repurposed, 
remanufactured, or recycled at the end of their useful life. 

 What is Cal Cities’ position? Cal Cities supports SB 615 in concept. Notably, 
manufacturers, dealers, and dismantlers would be responsible for end-of-life management. 

 When is the hearing scheduled? SB 615 will be heard in the Senate Transportation 
Committee on April 25.

 Three bills to watch. SB 560 (Laird) would create an end-of-life management program for 
covered gas cylinders — such as propane cylinders under 20 pounds. AB 2 (Ward) would 
create a similar program for solar photovoltaic panels. AB 1526 (Committee on Natural 
Resources) intends to provide additional clarity on SB 54’s cost recovery mechanism. Cal 
Cities supports all three measures in concept. 

 SB 54 sounds very familiar. The 2022 law by Sen. Allen was one of Cal Cities’ biggest 
advocacy wins in 2022. The law requires all packaging in the state to be recyclable or 
compostable by 2032 and 65% of all single-use plastic packaging to be recycled in the 
same timeframe. 

 When are the hearings? SB 560 will be heard in the Senate Judiciary on April 25. The 
Assembly Natural Resources Committee will hear AB 2 and AB 1526 on April 24. 

Bills to follow 

Lawmakers are still hammering out the exact details of some bills. Cal Cities does not have a 
position on the bills below at this time.   

CEQA document requests 
 What would the bill do? SB 69 (Cortese) would require local agencies to provide any 

subsequent revised or amended copy of CEQA documents upon request by mail or email 
and to submit the documents to the state clearinghouse. 

 What time is the hearing? The Senate Appropriations Committee will discuss the 
measure during the Senate Judiciary Committee on April 24. 

Two energy bills to watch 
 One is a possible mandate. Current law prescribes and limits permit fees for residential 

and commercial solar energy systems, which expire on Jan. 1, 2025. AB 1132 
(Freidman) would extend that repeal date to Jan. 1, 2034. 

 The other could speed up utility interconnections. AB 50 (Ward) seeks to address 
delays connecting projects to the grid, including housing projects. 

 When is the hearing? Lawmakers will review AB 1132 on April 19 in the Assembly 
Appropriations Committee. AB 50 will be heard on April 26 in the Assembly Utilities and 
Energy Committee. 

Bill mandates region-wide seal level rise plan for San Francisco Bay cities 
 What does it do? In addition to mandating a local coastal program, SB 272 (Laird) would 

require cities that receive approval for sea level rise planning and adaptation to be 
prioritized for related funding for the implementation of projects in their approved sea level 
rise adaptation plan. 

 What day is the hearing? Lawmakers will discuss the bill on April 26 in the Senate 
Governance and Finance Committee.
