Dear Senator Susan Eggman, 

The City of Garden Grove is pleased to support SB 363 (Eggman), which would 
establish a real-time behavioral health bed database.  

Specifically, this measure would require the Department of Health Care Services to 
develop a database by 2025 to collect, aggregate, and display information about beds 
in inpatient psychiatric facilities, crisis stabilization units, community care facilities, 
and licensed residential alcoholism or drug abuse recovery or treatment facilities. 
This information would help provide timely access to care and increase coordination 
between service settings.  

SB 363 would additionally require this database to include data related to the facility, 
including if a bed is available, the services provided, diagnoses, and the age range 
for which the bed is appropriate. This data would streamline access to care and be a 
valuable tool for local leaders and policymakers in directing funding and resources 
based on bed capacity and utilization.  

Mental illness and substance use, like many other health conditions, when treated 
early and with appropriate supports and services, will be less disabling and result in 
fewer adverse outcomes. SB 363 would provide easily accessible bed availability data 
that would connect individuals to care more quickly, and also reduce extended 
emergency room stays.  
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For these reasons, the City of Garden Grove supports SB 363. Please do not 
hesitate to reach out to us should you have any questions.

The City of Garden Grove is pleased to support AB 67(Muratsuchi), which would 
establish the Homeless Courts Pilot Program to provide comprehensive community-
based services and address the legal needs of unhoused individuals involved with the 
criminal justice system.  

Specifically, this program would allow local jurisdictions to create diversion programs 
for unhoused individuals charged with infractions, misdemeanors, or low-level, non-
violent felonies. It is modeled after several other successful homeless courts in the 
state, which have proven to reduce barriers to services and divert unhoused residents 
from an overcrowded county jail system.  

The City of Garden Grove seeks to secure increased funding and resources to prevent 
homelessness and assist individuals experiencing homelessness. Local governments 
are on the front lines of addressing homelessness in every community, regardless of 
size or location. AB 67 is a step towards addressing this priority by creating an 
additional tool to connect unsheltered Californians with comprehensive treatment and 
housing rather than fines or incarceration.

Dear Senator Eggman, 

The City of Garden Grove is pleased to support SB 43 (Eggman), which would modernize 
portions of California's behavioral health treatment system and social safety net system to 
ensure that vulnerable individuals with the most acute needs receive access to the care 
they need. 

SB 43 modernizes the definition of "gravely disabled" within the Lanterman-Petris-Short Act 
to include conditions that result in a substantial risk of serious harm to an individual's 
physical or mental health. This includes the inability to seek medical care, adequate shelter, 
or self-protection and safety. Updating this definition better reflects the contemporary 
realities present in our communities, ensuring that individuals at risk of significant harm 
receive the help they need. 

Additionally, this measure allows relevant medical history to be considered by the court in a 
uniform manner across the state by creating a hearsay exemption for information 
contained in a medical record so all relevant information can be presented and considered 
by the court. This would ensure that a complete and accurate picture is presented in court 
when considering the very serious step of conservatorship.  

Cities are on the front lines of addressing homelessness and need additional tools and 
resources to end this crisis in our state. We recognize that for unsheltered individuals with 
severe behavioral health needs, access to a comprehensive care system can be essential to 
addressing their homelessness. That is why the City of Garden Grove is eager to support 
legislation such as SB 43, which takes a comprehensive look at our existing system and 
makes targeted improvements.

GROUND-BREAKING was held Tuesday for Phase II of the Brookhurst Place project. Tossing the dirt are Garden Grove city 

councilmembers, City Manager Lisa Kim and developer Ronnie Lam (OC Tribune photo). 

Long-timers may remember the land at the northwest corner of Garden Grove Boulevard and Brookhurst 

Street as the home of the Smith Ford and Brookhurst Dodge car dealerships. 

Today’s motorists driving by may think of it as just one big empty lot. 

Soon, it will rise as Phase II of the Brookhurst Place development which will bring a mix of housing, 

commercial and retail space, a hotel and more to the 14-acre site. 

On Tuesday, the ground-breaking was held for Phase II with city officials and Ronnie Lam, CEO and 

president of Kam Sang, the developer. 

Mayor Pro Tem George Britegam said, “It comes during a great time for our city, when we are 

dynamically re-energizing ourselves, to coin a phrase from our mayor, ‘Re-imagining Garden Grove’.” 

Phase II will consist of up to 462 apartment homes (60 of which are “affordable housing”), 58 for-sale 

condominiums, 200,000 square feet of commercial and retail space, a 100-key hotel, an urban trail and a 

public park. When finished it will be the largest mixed-use development in Garden Grove. 

Phase I, completed in 2018, consisted of 180 new apartments, a pool and clubhouse.

Be prepared to provide the address where 

the illegal fireworks were lit and a description of the individual(s) involved.  

Call 9-1-1 for emergencies only. 

City parks will be closed by 5:00 p.m. on July 4, including tennis and 

handball courts, with park sprinklers activated.

Lawmakers endorse a permanent home in 

the state budget for homelessness 

programs and affordable housing 
May 31, 2023 

Over two dozen state lawmakers are calling on the state budget committees to include a 
permanent funding stream of $3 billion in the budget to help cities increase affordable housing 
and reduce homelessness. 

The bipartisan group signed on to a letter authored by Asm. Sharon Quirk-Silva, who is 
championing the League of California Cities’ ask for ongoing funding. "Cities across California 
have an urgent need for this funding, as they struggle to provide long-term homelessness 
services and find themselves diverting funding from other programs,” Quirk-Silva said. “With an 
ongoing investment from the state, we can achieve transformative effects.” 
According to a statewide survey by Cal Cities, nearly 85% of cities have implemented programs 
to prevent and reduce homelessness. Roughly 90% of those cities have concerns about their 
ability to keep delivering those programs. 
Since December 2022, Cal Cities has called on Gov. Gavin Newsom to include $3 billion 
annually in the state budget to increase housing affordability and reduce homelessness. 
His revised budget proposal does the opposite and instead calls for $712 million in delays or 
cuts to housing programs. 
“The state has made significant investments in recent years, but it is only a down payment on 
what must be ongoing and more significant funding,” said Ali Sajjad Taj, Cal Cities president 
and Artesia council member. 

Survey respondents say their city would use the funding to provide additional supportive 
services, increase shelter space, accelerate affordable housing development, invest in 
homeless outreach teams, and expand rent subsidy programs. 

Cal Cities will keep asking the state to make an ongoing investment in housing affordability and 
homelessness programs. This includes Cal Cities’ support of AB 1657 (Wicks), which would 
authorize $10 billion in bonds to fund affordable and supportive housing programs.

Bond measure would bring much-needed 

funding to affordable and supportive 

housing programs 
May 31, 2023 

Lawmakers are debating a measure that would provide $10 billion in bonds for 
affordable and supportive housing programs. The League of California Cities is in strong 
support of the measure and is urging members to voice their support by calling or 
writing to their elected representatives. 

If passed, AB 1657 (Wicks) would be placed on the March 2024 ballot. The measure 
would provide funding for several underfunded state programs, including rental housing, 
homeownership, and supportive housing programs. 
“We can’t take our foot off the gas when it comes to our state’s affordable housing 
investments,” Asm. Wicks said in a statement. “Now is the time to double down on our 
commitment to solving California’s housing shortage. Even in a tight fiscal climate, the 
staggering need demands that we treat the crisis with the urgency it deserves.” 
The proposed funding comes at a critical time. The economy has slowed, inflation 
remains stubbornly high, and forecasters are warning of a possible recession. More 
people than ever are at risk of becoming homeless. Seven in ten Californians view 
housing affordability as one of the top problems in their community. 
The state’s flagship multifamily affordable housing program was oversubscribed ten to 
one during the last round of applications. 
Local leaders, developers, housing advocates, and many lawmakers consistently cite a 
lack of funding as a major barrier to affordable housing. In a recent statewide survey by 
Cal Cities, city leaders cited limited supportive housing options and lack of ongoing 
funding as the top two barriers to preventing and reducing homelessness. 
Since last year, Cal Cities has called on the Legislature and Gov. Gavin Newsom to 
include a $3 billion annual investment in the 2023-24 State Budget to help cities reduce 
homelessness and spur the development of affordable housing. 
The Governor’s May Revision took the opposite approach and proposed $712.5 million 
in cuts and delays of essential funding that would help jumpstart housing production.

Revised local streets and roads revenue 

estimates show modest growth 
May 31, 2023 

The League of California Cities released new local streets and roads revenue estimates 
for the current and upcoming fiscal years. The allocations come from tax revenues 
collected at gas pumps and other sources. Despite lower fuel consumption, allocations 
to cities and counties have grown at a modest pace.  

Overall allocations from the Highway Users Tax Account and the Road Maintenance 
and Rehabilitation Account are projected to climb 5.1% for the fiscal year 2022-23. 
Allocations are projected to grow 11.4% for the 2023-24 budget year. 

The estimates are based on new statewide tax revenue estimates released by the 
California Department of Finance with Gov. Gavin Newsom’s revised budget proposal. 
Fuel consumption dropped sharply during the height of the COVID-19 pandemic but has 
mostly recovered. Fuel prices have increased steeply, but the price of fuel no longer has 
a direct effect on local revenues because all rates are per gallon, regardless of price. 

Estimates for individual agencies, together with an explanation of the formulas and 
trends, as well as guidance for long-term projections, are available in the California 
Local Government Finance Almanac. Local officials should use these updated figures 
for budgeting.

SB 584 is a laudable, but flawed affordable 

housing funding proposal 
Jun 7, 2023 

A 15% statewide transient occupancy tax would be a big blow to many cities 
A measure that would establish a statewide transient occupancy tax on short-term rentals 
narrowly passed out of the Senate last week and is now headed to the Assembly. The bill would 
have a crippling impact on cities that rely on locally imposed transient occupancy taxes as a 
primary source of General Fund revenues.  

SB 584 (Limón) would impose a 15% tax on the occupancy of short-term rentals. Proceeds 
would go back to local governments as grants for “laborforce housing.” The bill describes 
laborforce housing as public housing projects built with a skilled and trained workforce or 
prevailing wage rates.  
The League of California Cities is working with Sen. Limón to address member concerns about 
the bill, particularly the impact of a statewide transient occupancy tax. 

The bill’s author notes that using residential homes and apartments for commercial purposes 
reduces the available supply of permanent housing. While the intent of the bill is laudable, the 
mechanism for capturing funding is flawed. 

Over 400 cities have a transient occupancy tax, with the most common rate being 10%. For 
many of these cities, tourism and hospitality are essential economic drivers: Their transient 
occupancy tax is a primary source of General Fund revenue. In some instances, it can 
represent over two-thirds of General Fund revenues. These revenues support basic city 
functions, including fire and police. 

Imposing a 15% statewide tax — combined with local rates averaging 10% — would put severe 
downward pressure on communities. In some cities, this could result in a total tax rate of more 
than 25%. 

Cal Cities is in conversation with Sen. Limón and the bill’s sponsors about both the importance 
of local transient occupancy taxes and the need for more funding for housing. Cal Cities has 
proposed alternative collection mechanisms that would provide much-needed funding for 
affordable housing while also protecting equally important funding for essential services.

Six housing bills cities need to know 
Jun 7, 2023 

Like last year, the spotlight is firmly on cities when it comes to housing. However, there 
is a growing recognition among many lawmakers that cities need more than housing 
plans to boost supply: They need ongoing funding. 

Over two dozen legislators recently endorsed the League of California Cities' request for 
$3 billion in ongoing funding to help cities increase affordable housing and reduce 
homelessness. Many lawmakers have also put forth their own funding proposals. 
Cal Cities supports two measures that would increase or expedite state funding. Asm. 
Wicks introduced AB 1657, a promising bond measure that would provide $10 billion 
for several underfunded state housing programs. Asm. Schiavo’s AB 519 would create 
a consolidated application and review process for the state’s affordable housing 
programs. 
Uneven and limited funding has long been an issue for affordable housing projects. 
Affordable housing is significantly more expensive to build than market-rate housing. 
Most projects are constructed using a patchwork of federal, state, local, and private 
sector resources. Developers, local officials, housing advocates, and some lawmakers 
often cite the time needed to secure funding as a major barrier to housing. 
On the zoning side of the equation, Asm. Lee and Sen. Wiener have both introduced 
some well-intentioned measures — albeit ones in need of improvement. 

Asm. Lee’s AB 309 would create a state agency that could construct and lease 
affordable housing. The proposed agency would completely bypass both the state’s 
own housing planning laws and local rules. Cal Cities opposes the measure unless it is 
amended. Cal Cities is seeking changes that would require the agency to follow all local 
zoning and objective development standards. 
AB 1490 — also by Asm. Lee — would require cities to give certain concessions to 
100% affordable adaptative reuse projects. The bill was recently amended to give cities 
greater discretion over certain projects, conduct environmental reviews, and impose 
objective design standards. 
However, it still limits cities’ ability to enforce maximum density and parking rules. 
Converting an existing building into a multifamily residential development will likely 
increase the demand for parking, especially if the development is not well served by 
public transit. Cal Cities opposes the measure unless it is amended to address those 
concerns.

Sen. Wiener’s SB 4 would allow nonprofit colleges and religious institutions to build 
affordable housing on their land. The bill would only kick in under certain conditions and 
require developers to comply with objective standards. However, it would also bypass 
some local parking, density, and height requirements. 
Cal Cities supports the measure if amended and is seeking changes that would allow 
cities to maintain their parking and building height requirements. 

The Cal Cities-opposed SB 423 (Wiener) is also winding its way through the legislative 
process. 
The bill would double down on the state’s tendency to override its own mandated local 
housing plans by modifying and expanding SB 35 (Wiener, 2017). Under the expansion, 
all cities would need to approve certain multifamily housing developments by-right, 
without discretion, public input, or environmental review. The state would also be able to 
approve housing on land they own or lease, regardless of any inconsistency with local 
zoning rules or general plans. 
It is unlikely that cities will be out of the spotlight anytime soon. The Legislature has a 
seemingly unlimited appetite for micromanaging local land use decisions and the 
housing affordability crisis shows no signs of abating. However, legislators are also 
starting to realize that bypassing local zoning laws is not a silver bullet.   
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What's the deal with the debt ceiling deal 
Jun 7, 2023 

Major programs for cities are not impacted by the agreement 
President Biden and House Speaker McCarthy reached a deal on the nation’s debt limit 
over Memorial Day weekend — just two days before a potential federal default. 
Crucially, unused State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds, as well as clean energy 
funding and tax credits from the Inflation Reduction Act, are unaffected by the deal. 
Under the agreement, funding for the current fiscal year will remain at 2023 levels. 
Congress can raise non-defense discretionary spending by 1% for fiscal year 2025. 
There are no budget caps after 2025.  

Senate leadership had to work with some holdouts to pass the deal. In the end, 
Congressional leadership reserved the right to pass supplemental funding for defense 
and domestic emergencies, such as wildfires and fentanyl. 

The agreement also streamlines the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), 
preserves student loan forgiveness for municipal workers, and expands work 
requirements for federal welfare programs. 

Changes to NEPA include: 

 Codifying key elements of the One Federal Decision Framework, which directed 
federal agencies to reduce the timeline of environmental reviews for major 
infrastructure projects. 

 Setting deadlines for completion of NEPA review at one year for environmental 
assessments and two years for environmental impact statements unless a deadline 
extension is agreed to by the project sponsor. 

 Establishing page limits for environmental documents and paper reduction 
measures. 

The bill also redefined the scope of environmental reviews to include “reasonably 
foreseeable environmental effects” of proposed agency actions and a “reasonable 
range” of alternatives to the proposed agency action.

Modifications allowing more public servants to qualify for Public Service Loan 
Forgiveness and the Biden Administration’s plan to forgive up to $20,000 in debt for 
some borrowers both remain intact, pending the outcome of a case before the U.S. 
Supreme Court. The deal does state that the Administration cannot further extend the 
pandemic-era freeze on student loan payments. 
The deal includes new work requirements for the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance 
Program (SNAP) — formerly known as food stamps — and the Temporary Assistance 
for Needy Families (TANF) program, which provides cash assistance to families with 
children. 

Veterans, people experiencing homelessness, people 24 years old or younger, and 
those aging out of the foster care system are exempt from the new SNAP requirements. 
Despite this change, the Congressional Budget Office estimates 78,000 new individuals 
will receive SNAP benefits. 

The federal government sends TANF funding directly to states, meaning California 
could lose out on funding if it does not meet the new requirement. 

The overall deal will reduce the federal deficit by $1.5 trillion over the next 10 years 
according to the Congressional Budget Office.

ACTION 
REGIONAL COUNCIL ACTIONS END TRANSPORTATION CONFORMITY LOCKDOWN 

The Regional Council today approved Addendum No. 4 to the Connect SoCal 2020 Program Environmental Impact 

Report, Connect SoCal 2020 Amendment 3 and 2023 Federal Transportation Improvement Program Consistency 

Amendment 23-03. These approvals ended a 650-plus day transportation conformity lockdown.    

 

This major milestone would not have been possible without unprecedented multiagency collaboration with the South 

Coast Air Quality Management District, California Air Resources Board, United States Environmental Protection 

Agency, Caltrans, Federal Highway Administration, Federal Transit Administration and county transportation 

commissions. Thank you to our partners for their efforts and commitment.    

ACTION 
GUIDELINES APPROVAL ADDRESSES CORRECTIVE ACTION 

The Regional Council today approved the Surface Transportation Block Grant/Congestion Mitigation and Air 

Quality (STBG/CMAQ) Program Guidelines.   



 

During our federal certification in 2022, SCAG was issued one corrective action. With the approval of the program 

guidelines, by the Regional Council today, and by Caltrans, the Federal Highway Administration, and the Federal 

Transit Administration last month, we have now substantially addressed the corrective action.    

 

All that remains is to ensure the region selects any new projects funded with STBG or CMAQ dollars consistent 

with the program guidelines starting next month. SCAG plans to initiate a call for project nominations in 2024 to 

align with an amendment to the 2025 Federal Transportation Improvement Program.    

 

Thanks to our county transportation commissions, Caltrans and federal partners who worked with us over the last 

year to achieve this milestone.

The California Department of Housing and Community Development is crafting recommendations to reform the 

Regional Housing Needs Assessment (RHNA) process, which will be provided in a report to the California State 

Legislature by Dec. 31.   

 

SCAG is seeking input from jurisdictions, stakeholders and the public on our own draft RHNA reform 

recommendations through a brief public survey. In addition to the survey, we will hold public listening sessions on

UPDATE ON THE SOCAL GREENPRINT TECHNICAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE   

SoCal Greenprint will be an optional and open data and mapping tool for the SCAG region to support regional 

advanced mitigation planning. Regional advanced mitigation planning (RAMP) is a process to expedite project 

delivery by planning for environmental mitigation to reduce environmental impacts earlier in the planning process 

and at a wider scale. SCAG is in the process of finalizing the SoCal Greenprint Technical Advisory Committee 

(TAC), which will advise on the development of the Greenprint tool and ensure its alignment with the approved 

RAMP policy framework.    

 

The TAC will be a forum for potential users to provide direct feedback on data selection and policies to ensure 

SoCal Greenprint is an effective tool for users throughout the region.    

 

SCAG is currently reviewing applications and working to fill gaps to ensure regional representation. Once 

membership is finalized, SCAG will schedule meetings with the TAC in summer 2023.   

 

SCAG will report on recommendations for the Greenprint tool at the Energy and Environment Committee and 

Regional Council in fall 2023. Development will include beta testing with potential users and stakeholders. SCAG 

anticipates the development of the SoCal Greenprint to be completed in spring 2024.  

  
SCAG HOSTS LISTENING SESSION WITH THE CALIFORNIA STATE 
TRANSPORTATION AGENCY   

SCAG hosted California Secretary of Transportation Toks Omishakin on May 8 for a listening session with transit 

agencies from throughout Southern California to hear about regional financial and regulatory challenges and 

solutions in this post-pandemic era.  The conversations at the session centered around the economy, workforce 

development, transition to zero emissions, more transit funding and housing.     

 

SCAG continues to support our region’s transit operators through legislative advocacy, technical assistance and 

regional engagement.
