Dear Judge Hernandez,

In accordance with Penal Code 933.05(a) and (b), the City of Garden Grove submits
the following response to the report, findings, and recommendations of the 2022-23
Orange County Grand Jury Report entitled, "Historic Rain, Yet Drought Remains".

FINDINGS

Fl. Future water supplies are impacted by climate change and current
supplies will not meet future demands.

Response: The City of Garden Grove disagrees with the above finding. The City of
Garden Grove is actively committed to water resource planning through partnerships
with the Municipal Water District of Orange County and the Orange County Water
District. The City of Garden Grove's water portfolio is comprised of approximately 70-
80% groundwater supplies and 20-30% imported water. Therefore, this places the
City of Garden Grove in a better position for water supply reliability for facing climate
change with its lessened dependence on import supplies from the Colorado River and
Northern California Water Project. At this point in time, the Orange County Water
District has a well-managed supply of groundwater to meet future demands.

F2. Climatologists predict future extended periods of low moisture with
occasional wet years.

Response: The City of Garden Grove agrees with the above finding. The City of
Garden Grove relies on climate predictions from the Orange County Water District
and Municipal Water District of Orange County.

F3. Climate change is inevitable and is exacerbated by human behavior.

Response: The City of Garden Grove partially agrees with the above finding. The City
of Garden Grove agrees climate change is a long-term shift in global or regional
climate patterns.

The City of Garden Grove does not have expertise to comment on the impact of
human behavior on the climate.

F4. South Orange County relies primarily on the importation of water.

Response: The City of Garden Grove agrees with the above finding.

F5. Local water suppliers recognize that enhanced stormwater capture and
storage, wastewater recycling, and infrastructure improvements will not be
sufficient to address the long-term forecast of drought and its effects on
supply.

Response: The City of Garden Grove does not agree with the above finding. At this
point in time, the City of Garden Grove's existing water portfolio is sufficient for
addressing the long-term forecast of drought and its effects on supply.

F6. There is significant water infrastructure planning, but inadequate
implementation.

Response: The City of Garden Grove does not agree with the above finding. The
Municipal Water District of Orange County and the Orange County Water District has
implemented numerous projects to improve on long-term water supply reliability.

F7. The review and approval process for major water capital projects is
cumbersome and overly restrictive.

Response: The City of Garden Grove agrees with the above finding.

F8. Failing to find solutions to water shortages will have significant impact
on the Orange County economy.

Response: The City of Garden Grove agrees with the above finding.

F9. Continued development in Orange County creates additional water
supply needs.

Response: The City of Garden Grove does not agree with the above finding. Since
1997, total water demands within the City of Garden Grove have declined by 36%
while the population has increased by over 18,400 people.

F10. Conservation and efficient use of water is essential.

Response: The City of Garden Grove agrees with the above finding.

Fll. Increased outreach and public education are necessary.

Response: The City of Garden Grove agrees with the above finding.

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F12. Desalination has proven to be technologically and environmentally
feasible and is slowly being embraced as a drought-resistant source of
water.

Response: The City of Garden Grove partially agrees with the above finding. The City
of Garden Grove agrees that desalination is a drought-resistant source of water. The

City of Garden Grove does not have expertise to comment on the technological and
environmental feasibility of desalination.

RECOMMENDATIONS

R2. Orange County water agencies should expedite the planning,
development, and construction of desalination plants over the next five
years to insure a sustainable and reliable drought-resistant source of water.

(Fl, F2, F3, F4, F5, F6,F7,F8,F9,Fll, F12)

Response: The City of Garden Grove does not agree with the above finding. The City
of Garden Grove's existing water portfolio are sufficient sources for addressing the
long-term forecast of drought and its effects on supply.

R3. The County of Orange and all Orange County cities should formulate an
emergency development moratorium plan for anticipation of the Colorado
River water supply being constrained. The emergency moratorium plan
should be developed by the end of the calendar year 2023.(Fl, F2, F3, F4,
F5/F6,F7,F8, F9, F10,Fll, F12)

Response: The City of Garden grove partially supports this recommendation with the
intent to develop an emergency moratorium plan for anticipation of the Colorado
River water supply being constrained. The County of Orange does not have the
technical knowledge and expertise to develop an emergency moratorium plan for
water supply reliability. The Municipal Water District of Orange County and Orange
County Water District are better suited to serve as the lead planners on behalf of all
the Orange County cities to develop this type of plan.

R4. Orange County water agencies should update their public
communication strategies, by calendar year end 2023, to inform the public
of lifestyle changes if additional water sources are not developed. (F10,Fll,
F12)

Response: The recommendation is being implemented. The State has adopted Water
Use Objective regulations to Make Conservation a California Way of Life, which has
prompted cities to develop public outreach plans to inform the public of lifestyle
changes.

In accordance with Penal Code 933.05(a) and (b), the City of Garden Grove submits the
following response to the report, findings, and recommendations of the 2022-2023 Grand
Jury Report, School Shooting: How Prepared are Orange County Public Schools?

FINDINGS

Fl. Law Enforcement, First Responders, and other stakeholders have
demonstrated a strong interest in working cooperatively with Orange County
Public Schools to mitigate the risk of an active shooter incident: establishment of
MOUs between law enforcement and school districts would strengthen this
cooperation.

Response: The City of Garden Grove agrees with the above finding. The City of Garden
Grove is fully committed to collaborating with the Garden Grove Unified School District,
Westminster School District and Orange Unified School District.

In June 2019, the City executed a Memorandum of Understanding with the Garden Grove
Unified School District. The Garden Grove Unified School District currently funds two full
time School Resource Officers with additional funding added this month to add one
additional officer bringing the total number of funded officers to three. In total/ The City
of Garden Grove will have six full time School Resource Officers for the coming school
year.

The current sergeant overseeing the School Resource Officer program is also in constant
contact with Orange Unified School District and the Westminster School District. Both
those municipalities have schools within the city limits of Garden Grove.
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Prepared are Orange County Public Schools?
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F8. School Resource Officers (SROs) are a valuable asset for school safety,
yet many cities/districts do not allocate sufficient funds to hire needed
officers.

Response: The City of Garden Grove agrees with the above finding.

RECOMMENDATIONS

Rl. Each Orange County School District should arrange for local law
enforcement to do an annual safety inspection of each school. The written
safety checklist should include an audit of the integrity of site boundaries
and a review of safety plans and policies. This annual safety audit should
comment with the 2023-24 school year by October 1, 2023, and annually
thereafter. (F1,F10,F11)

Response: The recommendation has been implemented. Safety inspections of each
school has been implemented for several years now and continues each new school
year. The audits are completed with school resource officers and administrative staff
at each school site.

R3. Each Orange County School District, in conjunction with law
enforcement, should develop and implement tabletop exercises to be
conducted in district schools by December 31, 2023 and annually
thereafter.(F2)

Response: The recommendation has been implemented. During the 2022-2023
school year, all school site administrators and additional staff were taught the CSTAG
(Comprehensive School Threat Assessment Guidelines) threat assessment model. A
large portion of the course were table top exercises related to threats to school sites.

R4. Each Orange County School District should work with local law
enforcement to plan and conduct district-wide active shooter drill by July 1,
2023 and at least every other year thereafter. (F2)

Response: The recommendation has been implemented. This recommendation was
completed in January of 2023 for all Garden Grove Unified School District
Administrators. The drill utilized multiple officers from Garden Grove along with
critical care being demonstrated by multiple members of The Orange County Fire
Authority. The City is fully committed to continuing our collaboration with the Garden
Grove Unified School District and its fellow municipalities by holding bi-annual district
wide active shooter drills.

R12. Each Orange County School Districts should assess the need for SRO's
or additional SRO's, reaching out to facilitate funding by July 1,2024.(F8)

Response: The recommendation has been implemented. In June 2019, the City
executed a Memorandum of Understanding with the Garden Grove Unified School
District. The Garden Grove Unified School District currently funds two full time School
Resource Officers with additional funding added this month to add one additional
officer bringing the total number of funded officers to three. In total. The City of
Garden Grove will have six full time School Resource Officers for the coming school
year.

A pair of celebrations to be observed locally were quickly approved by the Garden Grove City 

Council on Tuesday night. 

On a 6-0 vote – with Councilmember John O’Neill (District 1) absent – the council approved 
requests for a two-day observance of the Buddha’s birthday and an extended New Year’s Eve 

concert. 

Giac An Buddhist Monastery in Garden Grove is planning to host a 

festival at Garden Grove Park on Saturday, May 4 and Sunday, May 5, 2024. 

LFA (Large Format Assembly), which operates the Garden Amphitheater – popularly known as 
“Garden Amp” – on Main Street, won approval for extended hours and exemption from sound 

limits from 10 p.m. to 12:30 a.m. 

The festival will have an expected attendance of 3,000 and all direct expenses to the city will be 
reimbursed. 

LFA stages popular music concerts and other entertainment events at the city-owned facility. 

Siddhartha Gautama, usually referred to as the Buddha, is the central figure of Buddhism, one of 

the world’s great faiths and predominant among people of Southeast Asia, including Vietnam. 
It is one of the three major Asian religions, the other two being Confucianism and Taoism.

Elvis returns with ‘Spirit’ Oct. 8

It is said “no one is truly dead until they are forgotten.”  Perhaps that is why so many people 

consider Elvis Presley to be alive.  The undying love of his devotees continues to breathe life into 
the King of Rock and Roll through Elvis tribute shows, fan club gatherings, death anniversary 
memorials and events such as the annual Elvis Festival on Historic Main Street in Garden Grove 

slated to return Sunday, Oct. 8. 

Themed  “The Spirit of Elvis” this  marks the 23rd year of the all-day tribute to Presley, who died 
August 16, 1977.  As California’s only Elvis Festival, it brings together a myriad of activities and 

performances that honor various aspects of his life including tribute artists young and old, a King 
of Cadillacs & Other Elvis Classic Cars Show, memorabilia, and collectibles, strolling 

entertainment, Elvis fan clubs, food trucks and restaurants with Elvis themed menu items. 

“It’s not so much about emulating Elvis exactly as he was but keeping his songs in the forefront 
that also encourage the younger generations to take note of the special talent Presley had,” said 

Kirk Wall, 66, of Anaheim, the Festival’s Ambassador since its inception. “We love seeing kids 
performing Elvis’s songs. Though they may not have been born when he was alive, we rely on 
them to keep his legacy alive. 

The festival performers range from eight years of age to 68 years old and don’t necessarily look, 

shake or sing like Presley.”But that’s not important, ” Wall said, ” because there never will be 
another Elvis, but we can honor him in many ways.” 

The youngest is Walter Schmidt of Torrance who goes by the stage name of Little Elvis and 

recently returned from the Graceland Performing Arts Camp in Memphis, Tennessee.  Joined by 
80 other aspiring little “Elvi” it was according to Schmidt, a trip of a lifetime where he felt at 

home meeting other children who love Elvis as much as he does.   Schmidt said, “I like his style, 
his music, his hair styling, his attitude, his jewelry and his jumpsuit.”   

Schmidt, who has been singing since he was five years old, has four jumpsuits. But it was his 

love of Tikis and other Hawaiian art that drew him to liking the King first when he saw a photo of 
Elvis’s famous Jungle Room in a book.  “That made me want to know more about him, ” Schmidt 
said, ” and then I started listening to his music and I was hooked.”

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And it isn’t just for boys, Schmidt met several girls at the special camp who love to dress and 
sing like the king. 

So does 11-year-old Payton Jordan of Anaheim, who fell in love with Elvis when she was three 
years old after attending the 2015 Elvis Festival. She performed at the fest last year and will 
return to sing “Jailhouse Rock.”   

Schmidt will sing “Teddy Bear.” 

Others include 55-year-old retired law enforcement officer Mel Ruiz of Placentia singing “Can’t 
Help Falling in Love,” and 31-year-old Oleksandr Silaiev of Los Angeles, who fled the Ukraine 
shortly before the war broke out.  Silaiev was inspired when he was about six years old watching 

Elvis’s movies in his homeland. He loves to sing both rock and roll and opera and will present 
both of those styles performing O Sole Mio followed by “It’s Now or Never,” which have the same 

instrumental bed along with other Presley hits. 

Josh Crosby, 45, of Garden Grove,  lead singer in the Copy Cats band who has been singing 
since age five and drawn to everything from hillbilly mixed with gospel, rhythm and blues to jazz 

, will blend it all with everything Elvis as he serenade attendees on Main Street. 

Other stage shows include four bands featuring Wall along with his band Krazy Kirk and the 
Hillbillies, regulars at Knott’s Berry Farm performing Elvis songs bluegrass style;  The Decades 

with Lil Joe Banuelos singing the King’s rock and roll hits from the 50’s and 60’s along with other 
music legends; Neil Morrow and the Memphis 54 in a tribute to Sun Records’ artists and Scot 
Bruce and his “Rockin’ tribute to Elvis in the early years. 

In addition, the multi award winning talent of Martin Anthony, 50, of Murrieta will sing with the 
gospel chorus Friendship which features Grammy nominated recording artist Sonya Griffin and 
will also perform with actress Tanya Lemani, the belly dancer from the Elvis movie “Little 

Egypt.”  Lemani will also be on hand for autographs and photo opportunities during the festival. 

Other performances will include Elvis tribute artists Anthony Alcala, 68, of Menifee, Bradley 
Carrow, 61, of Yorba Linda, and Gary Anderson ,63, of Lake Forest and the top three winners of 

Coastline College’s Show Your Spirit of Elvis High School Singing Contest. 

In honor of real Hound Dogs, the Festival will be honoring the National Adopt a Shelter Dog 
Month in October with Pawprints in the Sand and I.C.A.R.E. Dog rescues showing the public 

several dogs available for adoption or fostering. 

In addition to stage entertainment the festival will include the King of Cadillacs and Other Elvis 
Classics such as Thunderbirds, Panteras and other passenger cars from 1977 and earlier as well 

as any “pink” car honoring Presley’s favorite color; Elvis fan clubs: Jailhouse Rockers of 
California and Blue Suede Shoes of California; vendors with memorabilia and collectibles; stilt 

Elvis; Abbit the Average Elvis; food trucks with special “Elvis” menu items and Main Street 
restaurants and merchants  and an Elvis Life Story display by Dignity Memorial, the Festival’s 
returning presenting sponsor.  

Fans will also have an opportunity to win a 16-day trip for two on the Grand Princess to Hawaii 
for the 2024 The Princess and the King Music Cruise. Information and how to enter the drawing 
will be available at the JRW Group Entertainment booth during the festival. 

The Festival runs from 10 a.m. to 6 p.m. and admission is free as well as parking, which is 

available at the Concorde Career College and Coastline College lots adjacent to the event, which 
is on Main Street between Acacia Parkway and Garden Grove Boulevard.

Last year, a surprising Bolsa Grande team came within a whisker of grabbing a piece of the 
Garden Grove League football title, and made history by being the first Matador squad to qualify 

for the CIF-SS playoffs in 34 years. 

In previous seasons, opponents could discount the prospects for the Bolsa team, but after a 6-6 
season in 2022  – and a trip to the second round playoff game – nobody can look past Michael 
Acosta’s team this time. 

A good test of how good the Mats will be will come on Thursday when they host Beckman High 
of Irvine. Both will come into the game with 1-0 marks. Bolsa bested Savanna 27-22 and the 
Patriots hammered Santa Ana Valley High 54-0.

As for Beckman, Austin Shepard passed for 205 yards last week. But the Patriots also have a 

multi-pronged rushing attack as well, with seven ball carriers combining for 175 yards and five 
touchdowns. 

Another interesting game on Thursday will be Pacifica at Garden Grove. Both teams lost their 

openers, but since these are former Garden Grove League rivals who graduated to higher levels 
and don’t play each other every often, it should be of special interest. 

Therefore you could think of this game as a sort of unofficial city championship contest, although 

Bolsa Grande, Rancho Alamitos and Santiago might object to that.

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“Housing” là trợ cấp của chính phủ cho những người có thu nhập thấp và năm 2023, mức thu 
nhập trung vị (median) tại Orange County là $50,250 (một người) và $57,400 (hai người). 

Cơ Quan “Housing” Orange County cấp “housing” cho cư dân sống hoặc làm việc tại các thành 
phố của Orange County (trừ Anaheim, Garden Grove và Santa Ana). 

Tuy các thành phố đang phải giải quyết những đơn đã nhận được nhưng đại diện “housing” của 
các thành phố vẫn khuyến khích cư dân có thu nhập thấp nên theo dõi những chương trình khác 
của họ như chương trình cho thuê nhà dưới giá thị trường (Affordable Housing Resources). 

Để mọi người cảm nhận được số lượng đơn nộp cho Cơ Quan “Housing” Orange County, họ cho 
vài con số như sau.

Cô Kristy Thái, nhân viên giao tế cộng đồng của thành phố, nói: “Chương trình ‘JOBS 1st’ 
này rất có lợi mà cũng rất công bằng mà sao không thấy nhiều doanh nhân gốc Việt nộp 
đơn.” 

Cô cho hay, chương trình “JOBS 1st” cung cấp các khoản vay không tiền lời (zero-interest 
loan) lên đến $50,000 và chương trình tài trợ (grant) lên đến $25,000 cho các doanh nghiệp 
hội đủ điều kiện để tạo ra hoặc duy trì việc làm. 

Chương trình vay tiền 

Khoản vay này nhằm mục đích giúp doanh nghiệp tạo thêm việc làm mới.

State Water Board begins rulemaking process 
for new urban water conservation regulation 
Aug 23, 2023 

The State Water Resources Control Board initiated the formal rulemaking process for a 
new urban water use rule last Friday. The League of California Cities is reviewing the 
draft regulation and plans to provide comments to the State Water Board. 
Known as the Making Conservation a California Way of Life, the regulation would 
reduce urban water use by over 400,000 acre-feet by 2030. The average California 
household uses between one-half and one acre-foot of water per year. 

The draft regulation is the result of two 2018 laws —  SB 606 (Hertzberg) and  AB 
1668 (Friedman). The laws established a new foundation for long-term standards in 
water conservation and drought planning, including new and expanded authorities and 
requirements for urban water suppliers, agricultural water suppliers, small water 
suppliers, and rural communities.   
The regulation outlines water use efficiency requirements for urban retail water 
suppliers, including urban water use efficiency standards, variances, and an urban 
water use objective. It also proposes commercial, industrial, and institutional measures, 
such as standards, guidelines, and methodologies for establishing the objectives and 
annual reporting requirements. 

The State Water Board will present the draft regulation and provide an opportunity for 
comments during a public hearing on October 4, 2023. Written comments are due 
October 17, 2023.

A hot labor summer could have a chilling 

effect on city services 
Aug 23, 2023 

Labor stoppages across California have dominated headlines this summer, including at 
the Capitol where multiple state worker unions authorized possible strikes. 
Unsurprisingly — and keeping in trend with last year — lawmakers are considering 
changes to the state’s labor laws. The League of California Cities opposes a trio of labor 
bills that would hurt cities’ ability to deliver key services. 

Perhaps the most sweeping measure is AB 1484 (Zbur), which would limit the ability of 
cities to staff up for temporary or seasonal needs. The bill would require cities to include 
temporary employees in the same bargaining unit as permanent employees upon 
request of the union. This would create inconsistencies in the bargaining process. 
Permanent employee contacts are often based on certain benefits that temporary 
employees are ineligible to receive. 
The bill would also increase hiring costs, effectively void probationary period policies, 
and require cities to inform temporary employees about their anticipated length of 
employment. 

The last requirement would be difficult, if not impossible, for cities to meet. Temporary 
employees are often hired to fulfill an immediate need of uncertain duration. Identifying 
an end date in those cases is pure speculation, which would serve no purpose and may 
lead to unnecessary disputes. 

Another measure, AB 504 (Reyes), would make sympathy striking and honoring the 
picket line a human right. This change would also upend the bargaining process and 
undermine the ability of cities to provide certain services during a strike. Many local 
labor agreements have no-strike provisions in their contracts due to the vital nature of 
their jobs, which this bill would void in contracts going forward. 
In areas where government services are co-located, employees from a non-struck 
agency could refuse to work at the shared location if employees from a different agency 
are on strike. Cities that bargained in good faith and have approved agreements should 
not be penalized for sharing a business space with another government employer.

Then this morning, Sen. Anthony Portantino put an end to the rumors and 
introduced SB 799. The measure would allow striking workers to draw unemployment 
benefits after two weeks of strike action. Legislators put forward a similar proposal in 
2019 but it failed to get the votes needed to pass out of the Senate. 
The combined impact of all three measures would likely create longer, more frequent 
strikes and leave cities with few ways to provide the services residents expect during 
said strikes.

Lawmakers want to make it easier to pass 

local revenue measures 
Aug 23, 2023 

Big businesses have used California’s powerful ballot initiative process to overturn or 
delay unfavorable laws. Now, they could get a taste of their own medicine. 

On Friday, Asm. Chris Ward — with the support of Assembly Speaker Robert Rivas — 
introduced ACA 13. The constitutional amendment would require ballot measures that 
increase voter approval requirements to also pass by the same margin. For example, if 
powerful corporations wanted to require two-thirds approval for all taxes and fees, they 
would need to get the approval of two-thirds of all voters. 
The League of California Cities today testified in support of ACA 13, along with the 
California Teachers Association. A broad group of local government, labor, and 
nonprofit organizations earlier this week publicly threw their support behind the 
proposal. 
The constitutional amendment would make it easier to pass revenue measures 
dedicated to homelessness and housing, fire, public safety, and road and other critical 
services. 

Currently, a simple majority of voters may vote to require a super-majority for future 
action. This framework has given disproportionate power to a small number of voters: 
Little more than one-third of voters can prevent laws that a majority of voters agree 
upon. 

The status quo has worked against public interests. From 2001-18, city revenue 
measures with a two-thirds vote requirement had a 51% passage rate, compared to a 
70% passage rate for all local revenue measures over the same period. 

ACA 13 would also preserve the right of cities to place advisory questions on the ballot. 
If passed, ACA 13 would go to the voters for approval in March 2024. A sample letter of 
support is available.

Two-part legislative proposal would make 

targeted improvements to the state’s 

behavioral health system 
Aug 23, 2023 

SB 326 (Eggman) and AB 531 (Irwin) would provide massive investments and 

make policy reforms to California's behavioral health system 
The League of California Cities adopted a support position for Gov. Gavin Newsom’s 
plan to modernize the Mental Health Services Act (MHSA) and pass an accompanying 
bond measure for 10,000 new community behavioral health beds and housing. 

Cal Cities is also urging the Governor and Legislature to increase the size of the bond to 
directly fund cities’ efforts to deploy new housing and services for people in need. The 
request is part of Cal Cities’ ongoing call for direct funding to help cities increase 
housing affordability and reduce homelessness. 
The Governor referenced Cal Cities’ support — the support of several dozen mayors — 
in a recent press release. 
Sen. Susan Eggman introduced part of the proposal through SB 326. The bill would 
update the MHSA to include treatment for people with substance use disorders. It would 
also prioritize investments in housing interventions for individuals experiencing 
homelessness or at risk of homelessness. 
Asm. Jacqui Irwin’s AB 531 would authorize $4.68 billion in general obligation bonds to 
construct, acquire, and rehabilitate community-based residential care settings for people 
with behavioral health needs, including veterans who are homeless or at risk of 
homelessness. This investment is desperately needed: California has a shortage of 
at least 6,000 behavioral health beds. 
Collectively, these changes would ensure that California can better meet the needs of 
individuals experiencing severe behavioral health conditions.

Since the proposals were introduced in June, the Legislature has been hard at work 
analyzing their impacts and hearing from stakeholders. This includes informational 
hearings in the Senate last week and the Assembly this week. These hearings featured 
presentations by the Newsom Administration, comments by the Legislative Analyst's 
Office, and broad panels of stakeholders. 
After the hearings, SB 326 passed unanimously out of the Assembly Health Committee 
and will be heard next in the Assembly Housing and Community Development 
Committee on Monday. The Senate Appropriations Committee will hear AB 531 next 
Monday. A sample letter is available for cities interested in supporting these measures. 
The Department of Health Care Services, along with the California Health and Human 
Services Agency (CalHHS), held a webinar last week on the proposal and provided 
a high-level summary of its provisions and impacts. That webinar recording, fact sheets, 
and resources are available on CalHHS's website.
