SUBJECT:  Monthly Water Usage Data, Tier 2 Projection & Water Supply Information

The attached figures show the recent trend of water consumption in Orange County (OC),
an estimate of Imported Water Sales for MWDOC, and selected water supply information.

e OC Water Usage, Monthly by Supply OCWD Groundwater was the main supply
in September.

o Estimated OC Water Usage, Monthly, Comparison to Previous Years Water usage
in September 2022 was well below average compared to the last 5 years. We
are projecting a decrease in overall water usage compared to FY 2021-22. On July
8t 2021, state officials have ask California residents to voluntary reduce their water
usage by 15% compared to 2020 levels.

e Historical OC Water Consumption Orange County M & | water consumption is
projected to be 531,000 AF in FY 2022-23 (this includes ~11 TAF of agricultural
usage and non-retail water agency usage). This is about 15,000 AF less than FY
2021-22 and is about 29,000 AF less than FY 2020-21. \Water usage per person is
projected to be slightly lower in FY 2021-22 for Orange County at 150 gallons per
day (This includes recycled water usage). Although OC population has increased
20% over the past two decades, water usage has not increased, on average. A
long-term decrease in per-capita water usage is attributed mostly to Water Use
Efficiency (water conservation) efforts. O.C. Water Usage has declined
significantly since the FY 2013-14. Since FY 2013-14 average O.C. Annual
Water usage is 535,000 AF, a decline of 86,500 AF since FY 2013-14.

Water Supply Information Includes data on Rainfall in OC; the OCWD Basin overdraft;
Northern California and Colorado River Basin hydrologic data; the State Water Project
(SWP) Allocation, and regional storage volumes. The data have implications for the
magnitude of supplies from the three watersheds that are the principal sources of water for
OC. Note that a hydrologic year is Oct. 1t through Sept. 30™.




Orange County’s accumulated precipitation through late October was above
average for this period. Water year to date rainfall in Orange County is 0.97 inches,
which is 176% of normal.

Northern California accumulated precipitation through late October was 0.33% of
normal for this period. Water Year 2021 was 48% of normal while water year 2020
was 63% of normal. The Northern California snowpack was 27% as April 1%,
2022. As of late October, 99.77% of California is experiencing moderate to severe
drought conditions. 43.06% of California is experiencing extreme to exceptional
drought conditions. The State Water Project Contractors Table A Allocation was
decreased in March to 5% for WY 2022.

Colorado River Basin accumulated precipitation through late October was 83% of
normal for this period. The Upper Colorado Basin snowpack was 86% of normal
as of April 151" 2022. Lake Mead and Lake Powell combined have about 38.0% of
their average storage volume for this time of year and are at 26.4% of their total
capacity. For the first time on the Colorado River, Lake Mead'’s levels have fallen
below the “trigger” limit of 1,075 ft. at the end of a calendar year. The US
Bureau of Reclamation (USBR) has declared a shortage at Lake Mead, impacting
Colorado River water deliveries to the Lower Basin states. Lake Mead as of early
September was 28.72° BELOW the “trigger” limit. The USBR has declared a
shortage on the Colorado River staring January 15t 2022. There is a 100%
chance of shortage continuing in 2023, 93% in 2024, 100% in 2025 and 93% in

2026. Lake Mead as of late September was 0.21° ABOVE the State of California

“trigger” limit. There is a 0% chance of shortage for California in 2023, 77% in
2024 (-282 TAF), 71% in 2025 (-302 TAF) and 67% in 2026 (-293 TAF).

The cities of Garden Grove, Westminster and Fountain Valley are working together to
open a new shelter that offers emergency housing and services to those experiencing
homelessness.

The planned Central Cities Navigation Center in Garden Grove is part of a tri-city
agreement to create a new shelter with 85 beds in separate dorms for men, women
and couples. The center will take in residents by referral from the three cities.

The facility is designed to include a full kitchen and laundry room, dining and outdoor
lounge areas and lockers for personal items. It is expected to open by the end of
2023.

On Tuesday, Nov. 15, the Garden Grove City Council was scheduled to approve a
memorandum of understanding with Orange County that will have the county
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committing $11.55 million for the center: $5.3 million toward its construction and
another $625,000 annually in the first decade to operate it. In recent weeks,
Westminster and Fountain Valley officials approved other agreements for the
purchase and operation of the center.

“We want to be able to provide a reliable set of beds to our homeless population and
provide them with pathways toward permanent housing, income and health care,”
said Omar Dadabhoy, Fountain Valley’s deputy city manager.

Meanwhile, Orange County spokeswoman Molly Nichelson said Tuesday that county
officials are “diligently exploring options” to operate a cold weather shelter at the
National Guard Armory in Santa Ana “in compliance with Judge Carter’s ruling.”

Federal Judge David O. Carter recently ruled that Orange County can open a
temporary shelter at the Santa Ana Armory location when the temperatures drop. But
county officials said during that Oct. 21 court hearing that it had not been able to find a
provider for such a shelter, according to Santa Ana officials who were at the hearing.

Carter’s latest ruling was disappointing to Santa Ana’s leaders, who only a few days
earlier were hailing an earlier directive from Carter that had stopped the county from
opening a temporary shelter at a Salvation Army site in the city.

“Although | have tremendous respect for the Court, the drastic reversal by Judge
Carter to allow the County of Orange to force yet another homeless shelter on the
people of Santa Ana is a slap in the face of our community,” Mayor Vicente Sarmiento
said in a statement at the time.

“The City and people of Santa Ana shouldn’t have to take on this responsibility and
the impacts to our streets, neighborhoods and businesses time and again, while more
affluent cities do nothing,” Sarmiento said.

Santa Ana officials have repeatedly argued that their city is disproportionately caring
for the county’s homeless, and they want to see other cities do their fair share to help
the unhoused.

“As we stated in court, we don’t believe the Armory is a good location for a cold
weather location nor is it necessary because we have beds for homeless in Santa
Ana,” city spokesman Paul Eakins said Tuesday.

“We would like to see other parts of the county provide shelter beds, especially in
South County,” Eakins said.

While that plays out in Santa Ana, the cities of Garden Grove, Westminster and
Fountain Valley are planning a new shelter.
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Garden Grove’s purchase of the land is now complete and requests for proposals
from service providers who want to run the future center is due Thursday, Nov. 17,
Garden Grove spokeswoman Ana Pulido said in an email.

In January, the bidding process will open to companies looking to build the facility at
13871 West St.

The new navigation center not only will offer housing but also help those experiencing
homelessness with one-on-one case management, mental health services, substance
use counseling and outpatient health and education services, as well as help in
finding jobs and developing other life skills.

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Once Stiles set aside his ambition to be an ink-stained wretch, he began studying city planning
and embarked on a career than led him to become the assistant city manager of Cincinnati and —
for a time — the interim city manager of that metropolis of over 300,000 people.

His 2,168.8-mile sojourn to the City of Youth and Ambition started as a surprise. “A guy called
me out of the blue about the job in Garden Grove,” he recalled. “I wanted to be a city manager.
Our two daughters were 11 and 9 at the time, and my wife Kelly said, ‘If this is what you want to
do, let’s go on an adventure.’”

Now the
eight-story Garden Brook Senior Village is welcoming its first occupants and looks to be an
attractive anchor for the booming Brookhurst Triangle area.

Without taking credit for all the improvements — he always gives kudos to staff and the city
council — he is able to point to some significant progress over the last seven years including a
one-cent sales tax that stabilized the city treasury and funded a major expansion of the police
department, the SteelCraft urban eatery, progress in the hotel corridor with three new major
hotels soon to break ground, the prospect of the unique Cottage Industries project near the Civic
Center and the planned Navigation Center to address homelessness.

The pandemic was a trial for everyone, and especially for city workers. “We have just a fantastic
group of employees. They will run through a brick wall for this community,” Stiles said.

There are still challenges to meet and he has no plans to retire any time soon. “I’ve got to work
for a while,” he said. “I’ve got a lot of bills to pay.” Spoken like a dad with two daughters to put
through college.

Like all wise city managers, he likes to call the city council members his “boss.” But Jones —
whose tenure as mayor mostly matches Stiles term — has a different outlook.

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Revised retired annuitant
regulations address cities’ key
concerns, but more flexibility is
needed

The California Public Employees' Retirement System (CalPERS) is
considering revised regulations that would limit the type of work certain
retirees can do for public agencies. The previously proposed versions
generated significant concern about the ability of public agencies to fill
highly technical or seasonal roles.

The changes came after the League of California Cities requested several
clarifying amendments and greater flexibility via a comment

letter and encouraged cities to submit their own comments.

The proposed regulations specifically seek to define the term “limited
duration” for “extra help” positions. Extra help positions are a type of
“‘retired annuitant” appointment, which allow CalPERS retirees to perform
part-time, specialized work at public agencies without losing their pensions.
The revised regulations were approved for consideration by the CalPERS
Pension and Health Benefits Committee on Nov. 15. The 15-day comment
period is expected to open shortly, most likely in early December. A
detailed explanation of the changes, along with links to additional
resources, is below. To provide feedback on the newest version of the
regulations, please contact Legislative Affairs Lobbyist Johnnie Pina.
What specific amendments did Cal Cities secure?

The revised regulations address many of Cal Cities’ key concerns. Cal
Cities specifically recommended that the regulations be amended to clarify
that retirees may be appointed to extra help positions by their former

employer for work that is substantially similar to work they performed for
that employer before retirement.

This amendment — which was adopted by CalPERS — is critical, as many
cities rely on extra help positions to provide seasonal or specialized help.
The original regulations were unclear and overly restrictive, which would
have created serious staffing problems for cities.

Cal Cities also recommended that the regulations be amended to clarify the
process for appointment extensions, allow extensions to be non-
consecutive, and remove the requirement that extensions be placed on the
consent calendar portion of a public meeting agenda. All three
recommendations were accepted.

What else is Cal Cities seeking and what can cities do?

The updated regulations would still restrict employers from granting retirees
an extension beyond 48 months if the request is not submitted within 12
months of that original 48 months. Cal Cities’ proposed amendments would
retain the existing extension structure but allow for reasonable flexibility
that is consistent with the staffing demands of cities.

If a retiree is needed for even a very short time after their original
appointment has elapsed, they would not be granted an extension, even if
the initial appointment was for a short amount of time. Additional
amendments would give public agencies — particularly those in rural areas
or working on highly technical projects — the flexibility needed to best
serve their communities.

While these additional amendments would be ideal, the updated
regulations are still much better than the previous version. Cal Cities will
submit a comment letter requesting maximum flexibility when the comment
period opens in early December and will also notify cities that the comment
period is open.

CalPERS provided a detailed explanation of the proposed regulations in a
recent Cal Cities webinar.

Policy experts and federal administrators are celebrating the one-year
anniversary of the Infrastructure and Investment Jobs Act with a slew of
new recovery resources. The Local Infrastructure Hub is holding a webinar
on workforce development opportunities and the Federal Communications
Commission has launched a complimentary outreach program for its
popular Affordable Connectivity Program. The Federal Emergency
Management Agency, U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, and National
League of Cities have also released new recovery resources and guidance.

Historic federal infrastructure package delivers $16.3 billion to
California to-date

To date, the federal government has announced $185 billion in
Infrastructure and Investment Jobs Act funding, including $16.3 billion for
California. Notably, the spending package has already connected 1.75
million California households with affordable, high-speed internet — a
longstanding Cal Cities priority.

According to Gov. Gavin Newsom, the federal infrastructure package,
together with a $47 billion infrastructure commitment from the state, has
created over 17,000 new jobs. More information about the impact of the
federal infrastructure package on California, including notable projects, is
available online.

A 2022 NLC report found that American cities will face a shortage of
qualified workers for good jobs and that many of today’s economic
practices are unsustainable. That same report found that the future of work
will be defined by city leaders.

FCC unveils new grant to boost participation in the Affordable
Connectivity Program

The Federal Communications Commission (FCC) has launched a
complimentary outreach program for its Affordable Connectivity Program.
The popular program provides low-income households with ongoing
discounts on home internet and a one-time discount for connected devices.
Although many cities have used the program to increase access to
broadband internet, only 27% of the state’s qualified households are
enrolled. In response, the FCC’s Outreach Grant Program provides a range
of organizations, including local governments, with the funding and
resources needed to increase awareness of, and participation in, the
Affordable Connectivity Program. The deadline to apply is Jan. 9, 2023.
Funds will be awarded on or before March 10.

NLC to hold webinars on procurement resources and ARPA

housing funding

The National League of Cities (NLC) will hold two recovery webinars in
early December. The Dec. 5 webinar will review procurement regulations
and ethical standards, different types of procurement methods, and how
city leaders can support procurement efforts. Speakers will also review
available tools and resources, including free courses, research
publications, cooperative contracts, and more.

The Dec. 8 webinar will focus on how cities can use their State and Local
Fiscal Recovery Funds from the American Rescue Plan Act for investments
in affordable housing production, preservation, and housing stability. The
webinar will cover recent updates to the program’s guidance and will be
followed by a brief Q&A.

Sub-applications for the annual Building Resilient Infrastructure and
Communities (BRIC) program are due Dec. 2. The program — which helps
local governments address future risks to natural disasters — received $1
billion in extra funding through the federal infrastructure package.

The increased funding allowed the Federal Emergency Management
Agency (FEMA) to increase its direct technical assistance program.
Additionally, FEMA no longer requires economically disadvantaged and/or
rural communities to submit a cost-benefit analysis when they apply for
BRIC funding. This was one of the most common barriers to a successful
application.

The sub-application is open to cities that submitted an approved notice of
interest to Cal OES.

EPA releases guidance for FY22 Water Infrastructure Community

Grants

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency has released implementation
guidance for communities that received Congressionally directed funding
for water infrastructure projects through fiscal year 2022 appropriations.
The guidance outlines the requirements recipients must meet to receive
Water Infrastructure Community Grants funding and how to apply online
through grants.gov. These projects provide a valuable source of federal
funding for water infrastructure that can complement the resources
provided in the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law.

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Cal Cities Legislative Report
highlights major legislative wins

The League of California Cities released its 2022 Legislative Report this
week. The annual publication includes information about Cal Cities’ major
accomplishments and setbacks, as well as the most significant new laws
for cities to review. In total, Cal Cities tracked 1,430 bills introduced this
year — two-thirds (61%) of all bills introduced.

Lawmakers returned to Sacramento this year with a historic economic
tailwind. Pandemic restrictions were easing, unemployment was down, and
the state budget was set to be the largest ever. However, the state’s rosy
revenue forecast has more recently been balanced by record inflation
rates, ongoing global supply chain disruptions, labor force challenges, and
the war in Ukraine.

This past year in the Legislature, lawmakers competed to ensure that their
priorities were reflected in the legislative agenda and the state budget
before the 2022 midterms and an unexpected wave of early retirements.

Through it all, Cal Cities was vigilant in fighting for the best interests of
cities.

Cal Cities secured many key wins, including significant funding that will
spur affordable housing, reduce homelessness, and implement organic
waste regulations. Cal Cities also protected local transportation projects,
safeguarded current funding streams that cities use for critical services,
and fought back against regulations that add an extra layer of unnecessary
bureaucracy.
