RE: Support for Federal Relief Package for Cities
Dear Senators Feinstein and Padilla:

The City of Garden Grove writes today to offer our strong endorsement of the
budget reconciliation language providing $350 billion in direct and flexible aid for
our states, cities, counties, tribes, and territories. We encourage the U.S. Senate to
swiftly pass this urgently needed aid and distribute it to cities immediately.

Our country’s economic crisis from the pandemic is not over, and our cities are still
waiting to receive meaningful levels of federal aid. By separating, and ultimately
dropping, state and local aid from the omnibus appropriations and emergency
spending bill in December, Congress has injected significant uncertainty into the
capability of local governments to carry out their operations, just as a third wave of
COVID-19 infections threatened to spread uncontrollably.

Based on the most recently available fiscal data and updated survey results from
the National League of Cities, municipal governments nationwide are facing a $90
billion shortfall to their current year revenues.

For nearly a year, California cities have been on the front lines taking action to
protect their residents and maintain the delivery of essential city services, despite
the substantial unplanned expenses and revenue shortfalls caused by the
pandemic. Cities are managing resources to support the efforts of first responders,
coordinating regionally with other leaders across jurisdictional lines, enacting
difficult and fiscally challenging emergency measures to slow the coronavirus
epidemic, passing ordinances to limit the worst economic outcomes for residents
and small businesses on the margins, and spending as necessary to protect public
health and the economy in this extraordinary time.

At the same time, the still urgent, unmet need for federal aid has struck at the
heart of local capacity to both carry out emergency response and participate in

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economic recovery. Without support, cities have been forced to cut budgets,
services, and jobs.

Without additional emergency funding in appropriate, fair, and equitable allocations
for all cities, counties, and states, a preventable setback to response, recovery, and
vaccination distribution will be unavoidable. We urge you to maintain the following
provisions in the reconciliation bill to reverse the fiscal shortfalls resulting from the
pandemic:
» Emergency funding should be fair and appropriate for each and every local
government, with no minimum population threshold for eligibility.
» Aid should be directly allocated through familiar and proven government
revenue sharing programs.
» Entanglement of state and local funding should be minimized.

To be clear, our cities are not asking for a “bail-out” of local governments. Rather,
we are seeking an emergency lifeline so local governments can delay and ultimately
avoid making temporary cuts permanent at a time when our communities need
local services most, laying-off furloughed city and county employees who comprise
a large share of America’s middle class, and indefinitely cancelling capital projects
that will further impact economic recovery.

Ultimately, we are seeking emergency federal assistance that will ensure local
leaders are part of the solution to our country’s economic recovery.

We appreciate the thoughtful work of the U.S. House of Representatives so
communities of all sizes can receive the help they need. As the Senate considers
this legislation we ask that you maintain the $350 billion fund that will get aid
quickly to all corners of the country including your constituents.

Southern California Edison Company (SCE) and the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC)
would like to hear from you. You are invited to participate in a Public Forum, also called a Public
Participation Hearing (PPH), about SCE’s Application No. 20-10-018 for authority to increase rates for
water service on Santa Catalina Island (Catalina) and recover costs from water and electric customers.

These Public Forums are part of a formal proceeding that will be documented and placed into the formal
record so the CPUC can make a decision about SCE's request. You can make comments and raise
concerns to the CPUC Administrative Law Judge overseeing this application.

Why am I receiving this notice?

On October 30, 2020, SCE filed with the CPUC Application No. 20-10-018 for authority to increase rates
for SCE’s Catalina Water Utility and recover costs from water and electric customers. SCE’s cost
recovery proposal will likely increase the electricity rates for SCE’s system-wide electric customers in
SCE’s service territory.

The application is requesting an authorized base revenue requirement of $9.3 million from Catalina water
customers, to be phased-in over a five-year period from 2022-2026. SCE also requests a broader
allocation of $29 million in extraordinary drought and environmental costs for recovery from SCE’s
system-wide electric customers. A total of $29 million in drought and environmental expenses, as well as
deferred revenues from SCE’s proposed five-year revenue requirement phase-in.

Why is SCE requesting these rate increases?
SCE is requesting this rate increase to recover its expenses, among other things, for:
e Increased operating expenses required to operate the Catalina Water safely and effectively;
e Routine capital infrastructure necessary to produce and distribute safe drinking water to
customers and visitors to Catalina;
e Incremental Operations and Maintenance expense due to the recent historic drought and lost
revenues due to the drought and implementing the Staged Water Conservation and Rationing
Plan; and
» Environmental related capital expenditures completed between 2012 and 2019.

How could this affect my electricity bill?
If SCE’s rate request is approved by the CPUC, the average residential monthly bill using 550 kWh per
month would increase by approximately $0.29 or 0.2% per month in 2022.

How could this affect my water bill in Catalina Island?

If SCE’s rate request is approved by the CPUC, there will be a five-year rate increase for SCE's Catalina
water customers beginning in 2022. The average residential bill with a 5/8” meter using 1,466 gallons per
month would increase by approximately $29.03 or 40% per month in 2022 and up to approximately
$110.52 or 153% in 2026.

In the tables below, SCE is showing the impact of the initial rate increase in Year 1 as well as the impact
to collect the full revenue requirement in Year 5. The Year 1 proposed rate change in Table 1 is
calculated above current authorized rates. The Year 5 rate change in Table 2 is calculated above the
proposed Year 4 rates.

How does the rest of this process work?

This application has been assigned to a CPUC Administrative Law Judge who will consider proposals and
evidence presented during the formal hearing process. The Administrative Law Judge will issue a
proposed decision that may adopt SCE’s application, modify it, or deny it. Any CPUC Commissioner
may sponsor an alternate decision with a different outcome.

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Cal Cities weekly COVID-19 update: Feb. 25- Mar. 3
March 3, 2021

Over the last four weeks, Cal Cities has issued five action alerts to member
cities requesting that they send in city letters, place phone calls, and use
social media channels to directly reach congressional representatives to
urge support for the American Rescue Plan Act, which includes $65 billion
in direct and flexible funding for cities.

Cal Cities also hosted a federal briefing call for more than 400 city officials, which featured an
update from the National League of Cities on the funding breakdown for cities and the estimated
timeline for congressional activity. The American Rescue Plan is now in the U.S. Senate with an
expected Senate Floor vote this week. Cal Cities will continue its advocacy efforts to ensure the
proposal passes out of the U.S. Senate and moves on to President Biden for his signature. Read
today’s message from the Executive Director on what you can do today to help secure this
emergency relief for cities, and visit the Cal Cities COVID-19 Resources for Cities webpage for up
to date information.

On the heels of announcing a $6.6 billion school reopening agreement with the Legislature,
Governor Gavin Newsom today announced that the Biden-Harris Administration has approved
California’s request to utilize Medicaid (Medi-Cal in California) funding to

provide voluntary COVID-19 testing for low-income students covered by the program, further
supporting schools in underserved communities to reopen for in-person instruction.

What you can do today to help secure federal relief for cities

Dear California City Leaders,

Passed by the U.S. House of Representatives last week, the American Rescue Plan Act, which
includes $65 billion in direct and flexible funding for cities of all sizes, is expected to be on the floor
of the U.S. Senate as soon as this evening with final action expected within the week. We are
calling on the Senate to waste no time in passing this bill.

Getting this bill through the Senate this week moves us one step closer to getting cities direct and
flexible funding to offset the devastating budget shortfalls caused by the shutdown of local
economies since the pandemic began nearly a year ago. The emergency relief package also
includes transportation, housing, and FEMA assistance that is critical for communities across the
country to recover from the pandemic.

Thank you to all the city officials who joined Cal Cities in urging congressional leadership to take
swift and urgent action on this legislation. Our message was amplified in a coalition letter to the
U.S. Senate signed by Cal Cities and more than 400 organizations from across the country earlier
this week.

The pandemic is not over, and our cities have been waiting for months to receive meaningful aid
from the federal government. This relief package is not a bailout. It's an emergency lifeline so local
governments can delay and ultimately avoid making more cuts to city services and jobs, and
cancelling capital projects that will further delay economic recovery.

It's essential that the Senate pass this package as soon as possible. While Senators Dianne
Feinstein and Alex Padilla have expressed support for the relief package, they still need to hear
from you about how COVID-19 has impacted local budgets and services and your need for these
resources in the communities you both serve.

« Send a tweet to Senators Feinstein and Padilla asking them to pass the American Rescue
Plan Act ASAP

« Send a letter expressing support for the federal relief package
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» Call Senators Feinstein and Padilla and utilize these talking points on the value of direct aid

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Cal Cities-sponsored bond agency issues nearly $196 million in
tax-exempt bonds for Anaheim project through new workforce
housing funding program

March 3, 2021

An affordable housing property has been acquired for middle-income
residents in the city of Anaheim from the issuance of nearly $196 million in
tax-exempt Essential Housing Revenue Bonds through the California
Statewide Communities Development Authority (CSCDA).

Jefferson Platinum Triangle Apartments

Constructed in 2017, the Jefferson Platinum Triangle Apartments in Anaheim provides a 400-unit,
multifamily residential rental community. The project will guarantee that studio, one-, and two-
bedroom units will be restricted for households earning less than 80, 100, and 120 percent of the
area median income (AMI).

The property includes a swimming pool and spa, pool lounge area, fitness center, pet lounge,
clubhouse, outdoor kitchen, garage parking, and other amenities.

CSCDA partnered with the city of Anaheim and others, in connection with the acquisition of the
project and issuance of $195.97 million in tax-exempt Essential Housing Revenue Bonds.

About CSCDA's new Workforce Housing Program

Since its beginning, CSCDA has financed the construction or preservation of nearly 100,000
affordable units throughout California. Despite these efforts, affordable housing for all income
levels still remains in short supply.

Workforce housing is intended for those that have been termed the "missing middle", individuals
and families that earn too much to qualify for traditional affordable housing, but not enough to
afford market-rate rents in the communities where they work. Workforce housing is for middle-
income or moderate-income individuals and families typically earning between 80 percent and
120 percent AMI. Unfortunately, workforce housing is not eligible for tax credits, private activity
bonds, or most other federal, state, or local government subsidies.

Through CSCDA's Workforce Housing Program, government bonds are issued to acquire market-
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rate apartment buildings. These properties are then converted to income and rent-restricted units
for moderate and middle income households. Annual rent increases are capped at no more than 4
percent, which is less than the rent limits under AB 1482, the recently adopted state tenant-
protection legislation. Additionally, no existing tenants are displaced under the program.

The League of California Cities’ co-sponsorship of CSCDA continues to be a significant benefit for
League members. CSCDA has issued more than $63 billion in tax-exempt bonds for projects that
provide a public benefit by creating jobs, affordable housing, healthcare, infrastructure, schools,
and other fundamental services.

CSCDA is a joint powers authority created in 1988 and is sponsored by Cal Cities and the
California State Association of Counties. More than 530 cities, counties, and special districts are
program participants in CSCDA, which serves as their conduit issuer and provides access to
efficiently financed, locally-approved projects.
